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ABSTRACT

At the kind invitation of the State Agency of Fisheries of Ukraine, the first session of the Technical
Advisory Committee (TAC) of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries and Aquaculture
Commission (CACFish) was held in Kiev, Ukraine, on 20-22 November 2012. The Session was
attended by representatives of four Members: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkey. Also
participation in the session were representatives from six non-CACFish Members — Azerbaijan,
Georgia, Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan — as well as from FAO. The TAC
produced scientific advice on the following issues for consideration of CACFish: (i) environmental
impact assessment in aquaculture; (ii) regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central
Asia; (iii) responsible introductions and transfers of fish in Central Asia and the Caucasus; and
(iv) improvement of collection, analysis and dissemination of fisheries data and information. The
TAC identified the prioritized areas of the five-year Regional Work Programme of the Commission
(2011-15) and associated activities for implementation in 2013. Establishment of sub-bodies under
the TAC was determined early on. In addition, the TAC discussed and identified general key priority
areas for its work. These included, among others, technical fishing regulations, intensive aquaculture
techniques and methodologies, fish health management, fish breeding and broodstock management,
trade-related management measures and environmental security.

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OPENING OF THE SESSION (Agenda Item 1)

1. Ms Svetlana Balkhova, chairperson of the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), opened the
session, made some introductory remarks and welcomed the participants. She thanked the Secretariat
of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries and Aquaculture Commission (CACFish) for
the timely preparation of high-quality working documents for the session and for the other
organizational preparations. She extended her thanks to Ukraine for hosting the session and to the
participants for their attendance. On behalf of the TAC, the chairperson expressed her appreciation
that non-CACFish Members were present at the first session of the TAC. She also thanked the
Government of Turkey for its financial contribution to the organization of the session. She referred to
the mandate of the TAC, which, among others, includes the generation of scientific advice in support
of the governance of fisheries and aquaculture maintained by CACFish. The chairperson also
addressed the critical role of the TAC in the supervision and monitoring of the five-year work
programme of CACFish. She thanked Haydar Fersoy for undertaking the secretarial duties and
responsibilities during the intersessional period in the absence of the CACFish Secretary, Mr Raymon
van Anrooy.

2. Mr Victor Dronyk. Chairman of the State Agency of Fisheries of Ukraine, welcomed the
participants on behalf of the Ukrainian authorities, and the agency. He thanked CACFish for close
cooperation and expressed his pleasure at hosting the session in Ukraine. He also thanked the
CACFish Secretariat for the close cooperation established during the preparatory phase of the event.
Mr Dronyk stated that the CACFish Agreement provided a number of additional resources and
opportunities for the development of fisheries in the Central Asian and Caucasus countries, and in
some other countries (including Ukraine), whose fisheries were connected by transboundary water
basins. He further affirmed that CACFish was a regional forum for strengthening international
cooperation for the sustainable management of fisheries in inland waters and for the development of
aquaculture.

3. The FAO Fisheries and Aquaculture Officer from the Regional office for Europe and Central
Asia, Mr Thomas Moth-Poulsen, welcomed the audience on behalf of the Director-General of FAO,
Mr Graziano. The officer directed special thanks to the State Agency of Fisheries of Ukraine for
hosting the venue and for the excellent logistical support. He explained about the difficult situation for
CACFish after the previous secretary had left to take up a position in Barbados, but promised that
FAO would appoint a new secretary in the near future. The FAO officer extended a warm thanks to
Government of Turkey for its considerable financial support to the formation of CACFish. At the
same time, he underlined the critical consolidation phase that CACFish was in and expressed his hope
for a new programme of fisheries and aquaculture to support the excellent corporation between the
Government of Turkey and FAO, which had resulted in considerable positive impact for the region.
To Mr. Dronyk, he strongly encouraged Ukraine to join CACFish, which would benefit neighbouring
countries but certainly also Ukraine.

4. Self-introductions followed the opening remarks.
ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA (Agenda Item 2)

5. A change to the provisional agenda was requested: election of vice-chairpersons on the
second day before the agenda item other matters.

6. The TAC adopted the provisional agenda with the above-mentioned change. The adopted
agenda is presented in Appendix 1 of this report.



7. The session was attended by representatives of four Members: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan
and Turkey. Also participating in the session were representatives from six non-CACFish Members:
Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan. The list of delegate
participants and observers is attached as Appendix 2.

8. The list of documents placed before the session is presented in Appendix 3.

UPDATES ON RELATED INTERNATIONAL, REGIONAL AND NATIONAL ACTIVITIES
AND INITIATIVES (Agenda Item 3)

Status of fisheries and aquaculture in the Central Asian and Caucasus Region

9. Mr Haydar Fersoy made a presentation on the status of fisheries and aquaculture in the
Central Asian and Caucasus region. He noted that although the total fish production in the region had
started to show signs of recovery and development in the last couple of years, the total inland fisheries
and aquaculture production from the region still accounted for a negligible share in global inland and
aquaculture productions. It was put forward that the regions needed technological infrastructure
improvements and capacity building for sustained development through efficient institutional and
operational frameworks, which might be facilitated through regional cooperation, for which the TAC
would play an active role.

Main decisions and recommendations of the inaugural session of CACFish

10. The session was briefed on the main decisions and recommendations taken by the CACFish at
its inaugural session, which was held in Istanbul, Turkey, from 19 to 21 December 2011. It was
explained that the inaugural session had adopted technical and scientific advice on: (i) sturgeon
hatchery farming and hatchery management for release; (ii) re-stocking of culture-based fisheries; (iii)
better management practices for carp production; and (iv) improvement of institutional frameworks
for fisheries data collection, analysis and dissemination.

FAO Committee on Fisheries (COFI) — 30th Session

11. Mr Thomas Moth-Poulsen briefed the session on the key discussions and decisions of the
30th Session of the Committee on Fisheries (COFI), which was held in Rome, Italy, from 9 to 13 July
2012. It was underlined that COFI is the primary international platform for generating management
and conservation recommendations for fisheries matters. It was underlined that COFI membership
was open to any FAO Member. It was highlighted that, among others, COFI agreed on the allocation
of further effort for efficient implementation of the provisions of Code of Conduct for Responsible
Fisheries and its related instruments. It was mentioned that COFI had requested FAO to further work
on aquaculture certification guidelines. The session was informed that COFI had drawn attention to
the need for further development of the International Guidelines for Securing Sustainable Small-Scale
Fisheries with involvement of all stakeholders. It was also mentioned that COFI had requested FAO
to continue its technical support to regional and national fisheries institutions, in particular regarding
small-scale fisheries, food production, and quality.

12. The TAC stressed the importance of the attendance of the Central Asian and Caucasus States
at the regular COFI Sessions as well as at the session and technical meetings of its subcommittees,
namely the Sub-Committee on Aquaculture; and the Sub-Committee on Trade, while recognizing the
important role and mandate of COFI.



Ongoing or scheduled regional activities (research projects, programmes, conferences,
workshops, events, etc.) of relevance to the TAC (Verbal reporting by the representatives of the
participant countries)

13. The representatives of the participant countries provided information on the key ongoing or
scheduled regional activities and research projects.

Activities and main outputs of the Central Asia Regional Programme for Fisheries and
Aquaculture Development (FishDev — Central Asia).

14. Mr Fersoy briefed the TAC on the Central Asia Regional Programme for Fisheries and
Aquaculture Development (FishDev — Central Asia), a regional programme being implemented since
the last quarter of 2009 under the FAO — Turkey Partnership Programme (FTPP) with the aim of
promoting development of inland fisheries and aquaculture in the Central Asian and Caucasus region.
It was noted with satisfaction that the programme had so far successfully delivered many outcomes
for the region with the involvement of key stakeholders of the regions. It was mentioned that the
programme had provided valuable contributions to the establishment of CACFish.

15. The TAC was informed that, since its inception, the FishDev Central Asia Programme had
conducted nine intergovernmental meetings, seven regional workshops, eight regional trainings, three
national workshops, one expert workshop and three study tours. Mr. Fersoy highlighted that a total of
15 FAO Fisheries and Aquaculture Reports or FAO Technical Papers had been published by the
programme while preparation of a further eight similar reports was under way at the time of the
session. It was explained that the programme has also undertaken certain work on the policy
development and updating of national legislation.

16. It was pointed out that the FishDev Central Asia Programme could serve as a valuable future
tool for implementation of the five-year Work Programme of CACFish (2010-14).

17. The Regional FAO Projects were regarded as a functional instrument available for enhanced
technical cooperation in the Central Asian and Caucasus region, taking the successful example of the
FishDev — Central Asia Programme. In this context, further use of this possibility was encouraged.

TECHNICAL AND SCIENTIFIC ADVICE TO THE CACFish (Agenda Item 4)
Regional guidelines on environmental impact assessment in aquaculture

18. On the basis of the framework drawn up by the background paper CACFish:TAC1/2012/2,
the chairperson opened up a general discussion on the regional guidelines on environmental impact
assessment (EIA) in aquaculture.

19. The TAC underlined the importance of implementation of EIA for mitigation of possible
negative impacts that fisheries and aquaculture development might cause, while recognizing the
institutional, technical and legislative limitations in terms of development and implementation of EIA
in the CACFish area.

20. Support was expressed for gradual implementation of EIA as a management instrument for
improvement of aquaculture practices, taking into consideration technical, environmental, social and
economic issues associated with the aquaculture practices at the local and national levels.



21. Discussions concentrated on how to relate the guidelines to transboundary waterbodies. The
TAC agreed that separate EIA guidelines should be formulated for aquaculture practices in
transboundary waterbodies.

22. Based on the framework drawn up by the regional guidelines, annexed to the background
paper CACFish:TAC1/2012/2, the following recommendations were made by the TAC regarding
implementation of EIA in aquaculture for the Central Asian and Caucasus region:

In the development and implementation of EIA, local site and environment conditions should
be taken into account.

In the absence of national EIA, fisheries management should apply a precautionary approach
to development and projects of fisheries and aquaculture.

In the cases where the risks associated with the fisheries and aquaculture development and
projects are high, an elaborated EIA should be implemented.

More EIA consideration should be given to the production systems that have high levels of
fish stocking density and that are practised in large production areas (farms, ponds, and
reservoirs) where the nutrient load empties into natural waterbodies through water outlets of
the production systems.

Management rules and regulations set for EIA should be in compliance with the principles of
FAQ’s Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries and the ecosystem approach to fisheries,
taking into consideration environmental, social and economic issues associated with the
fisheries and aquaculture development and projects.

The EIA principles should be considered as non-binding technical guidance.

The regional principles do not necessarily need to contain detailed descriptions, technical
details and procedures.

The EIA process should comprise internationally recognized principles, including
adaptability, efficiency, cost-effectiveness, flexibility, transparency and the participatory
approach.

Regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central Asia

23. The TAC discussed the development of regional principles for responsible aquaculture in
Central Asia on the basis of the document CACFish:TAC1/2012/3. The TAC noted that the region
often lacked guiding principles for responsible aquaculture practices, and promoted the use of
practical and flexible better management practices (BMPs) in the Central Asian and Caucasus region.
The importance of support and ownership of the respective stakeholders in the formulation,
development, implementation and review of such principles was underlined.

24, The TAC noted that a “one size fits all” approach was not appropriate for the entire region in
terms of BMPs for responsible aquaculture in the Central Asian and Caucasus region considering the
varying types of aquaculture operations and management systems present in the region. The
guidelines were found useful for promotion of more sustainable and responsible practices of
aquaculture at the local, national and regional level. It was pointed out that the BMPs would form a
guiding framework for formulation of relevant standards and certification systems in aquaculture by
promoting responsible management of resources and their monitoring. It was underlined that BMPs
and standards would need to be subject to regular revision as techniques, methods and approaches
were quickly changing.



25. The regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central Asia, which were submitted to
the TAC as an annex to the background paper CACFish:TAC1/2012/3, were approved by consensus
of the TAC as minimum regional principles, with minor amendments, which is provided in
Appendix 4. The importance of their application in a participatory manner was highlighted by the
session. However, concerns were expressed in the context of obtaining reliable scientific data and
information in the formulation and implementation of such guidelines in the CACFish area.

26. A reference was made to FAO’s Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries, an international
voluntary fisheries instrument that sets functional management frameworks for States, institutions,
fishers and other stakeholders.

217. The session expressed its preference for development of more species-specific or production-
type-specific BMPs, codes or other types of non-binding BMPs for both inland fisheries and
aquaculture in the Central Asian and Caucasus region.

Towards responsible introductions and transfers of fish in Central Asia and the Caucasus:
status and issues.

28. In light of the background document CACFish:TAC1/2012/7, a discussion was opened.

29. It was noted by the TAC that the Central Asian and Caucasus region was becoming gradually
more vulnerable to invasive aquatic animals, mainly owing to the increasing trend in regional fisheries
production and associated trade. In this context, the TAC stressed the key importance of development
and implementation of science-based management measures in relation to integrated management to
prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species, including alien fish introductions and transfers.

30. The TAC identified the following as primary areas of regional research emphasis: biological
and ecological impacts of invasive species; interactions between invasive and native species;
methodology for detection of invasive species; identification of risky species for introduction to
inland fisheries and aquaculture; risk assessment of invasive species; studies on carrying capacity of
water resources within the context of re-stocking; prediction of genetic impacts of invasive species;
and control and monitoring.

31. The TAC noted that efficient management of invasive aquatic species needed close regional
collaboration and networking. However, a general concern was expressed that the proper
implementation of EIA would be limited in the Central Asian and Caucasus region owing to
insufficient institutional, financial and technical capacities. Clear identification of competent agencies
responsible for the introduction and transferring of fish was underlined as a general concern.

32. The TAC approved, after discussion, the following general recommendations for the
management of invasive fish species:

Development and implementation of a general risk-based regional policy management for use
of new fish species in aquaculture and introductions for fishery purposes,

In the re-stocking of natural water resources, the carrying capacity of the resources and
possible interactions of the resident species should be considered,

Development and implementation of effective rules, conditions and management measures for
fish introduction and transfers in order to ensure that introductions will not negatively affect
the native wild fish stocks, particularly those of endemic and/or endangered,

Development and implementation of rules and conditions for genetically modified organisms,



Enforcement of measures for preventing the spread of fish diseases and parasites into wild
fisheries resources,

Prevention of escape from fish farms and hatcheries into the environment,
Maintain existing biodiversity,

Maintain the genetic composition of native fish stocks,

Maintain fish populations through natural reproduction wherever possible,
Record-keeping and monitoring,

Public awareness and institutional capacity building for management prevention and
monitoring of invasive species,

Undertaking scientific studies for predicting ecological and genetics risks of deliberate and
unintentional introductions,

Development and implementation of risk-based management planning prior to permitting
introduction of a new species, and

Development of a regional invasive species database to exchange data and information on
alien invasive species.

Data and fisheries information advice

33. On the basis of the background document CACFish:TAC1/2012/4, a discussion took place
regarding the data and fisheries information advice. The technical discussions centred around the
following issues: (i) regular submission of national fisheries statistics and questionnaires to FAO; (ii)
main components of national fisheries statistics; and (iii) management tools and systems for collection
of reliable fisheries data and information.

34. It was noted that substantial efforts needed to be directed towards stepping up gradual
progress in the use of reliable and up-to-date fisheries data in the management of fisheries and
aquaculture at the national and regional levels.

35. The TAC agreed that sustained fisheries data collection was of key importance in terms of
fisheries management in the region. However, it was noted that more efforts and substantial technical,
institutional and technological improvements in the region were required for appropriate data
collection, verification, analysis and dissemination in compliance with the recognized international
standards and with those of FAQ, considering the fact that the region lacked tools and technological
systems and networks for fisheries information.

36. The TAC drew attention to the fact that the Central Asian and Caucasus region often lacked
the standard fisheries information systems and management tools commonly used in modern fisheries
management for policy-making, planning, management and decision-making processes. In addition, it
was noted that the region lacked data from fishing operations (fishery-dependent data) and from
survey and observations (fishery-independent data) largely because of the institutional, technical,
financial and legislative obstacles encountered in the Central Asian and Caucasus region. In this
context, among others, development or use of registry systems for fishers and fishing vessels,
licences, loghooks, catch documents, sale notes, vessel detection system were crucial as the first
essential steps for generation and use of fisheries data/information as part of an integrated fisheries
management in the region. In the development or introduction of such information systems and tools
in the short run, attention should be given to best practices and the use of a standard set of



internationally recognized fisheries data collection techniques and the use of protocols and
procedures, including those of FAO.

37. It was concluded that the national data collection methods and, to a certain extent, the
collected data and information fell short in addressing national and regional needs as well as in
meeting the requirements emerging from international commitments (i.e. submission of completed
annual FAO questionnaires and submission of national fisheries statistics to FAO). Collection of data
on fish introductions was also found useful.

38. The session was informed that the Regional Workshop on Fishery and Aquaculture Statistics,
Information and Trends: Improving Data Collection, Analysis and Dissemination, which had been
held in Antalya, Turkey, from 12 to 14 April 2011 under the FishDev — Central Asia Programme, had
recommended development of the Central Asian and Caucasus Fisheries and Aquaculture Information
System (CACFIS). A number of further recommendations were made in terms of development of the
principal components of CACFIS.

39. The general recommendations made by the TAC session were as follows:

Promotion of systematic collection of fisheries data in compliance with international
standards and protocols,

Further elaborated technical studies on the development and gradual use of CACFIS,
Collection of catch and effort data from commercial species,

Focus data collection on bycatch, discard, endangered species, introduced fish species, and re-
stocking,

Promotion of effective use and maintenance of logbooks,
Data on workers by gender,
Development of a regional database of aquaculture farms and farm production,

Promotion of timely processing and submission of fisheries and aquaculture data and
information,

Promotion of utilizing fisheries and aquaculture data and information for development
planning and management purposes, and

Data on fish consumption and trade (export and import).

REVIEW OF THE FIVE-YEAR REGIONAL WORK PROGRAMME (2011-15) OF CACFISH
AND DETERMINATION OF PRIORITY ACTIVITIES (Agenda Item 5).

40. The five-year regional work programme (RWP) (2011-15) was considered as an essential
operational instrument of CACFish in terms of regional improvements in inland fisheries and
aquaculture. On the role of the TAC in the implementation of the work programme, it was noted with
appreciation that a leading role had been given to the TAC in the implementation, monitoring and
evaluation, and follow-up of the work programme. Appreciation was also expressed for the
cooperation that had been proposed by the RWP with the FAO regional projects and programmes.

41. The Secretariat briefed the session about the progress with the RWP by components. It was
noted that many outputs had been delivered under the components of governance and aquaculture
through the contributions made by regional FAO projects. The TAC agreed to put more focus on the
post-harvesting, inland fisheries and conservation components of the RWP.



42. The session underlined the fact that a number of essential challenges needed to be overcome
for delivery of the activities of the programme consistent with the expected objectives and outcomes.
Identified key challenges included reliance on external financial resources, maintenance of
coordination between the RWP and the other supportive instruments (i.e. regional and national FAO
projects). In this context, the session emphasized the importance of allocation of a sufficient budget
for the RWP, active functioning of the TAC, collection and use of fisheries information and data, and
development of an annual work programme for RWP.

IDENTIFICATION OF TAC PRIORITY AREAS (Agenda Item 6)

43. An open discussion took place on TAC priority areas, also taking into consideration the five-
year RWP. The discussion was linked with the 2013 and 2014 work programme. After discussion, the
TAC identified the following priority areas:

intensive aquaculture techniques and methodologies,

fish health management,

fishing gear and technologies,

small-scale fisheries and aquaculture,

fish passages and fish protection devices,

fish breeding and broodstock management,

technical advice on regulations governing fisheries and aquaculture,
environmental security, and

trade-related measures.

ESTABLISHMENT OF SUBSIDIARY BODIES (Agenda Item 7)

44, On the basis of the background document CACFish:TAC1/2012/5, a discussion took place
regarding the establishment of subsidiary bodies under the TAC. It was underlined that, in order for
the TAC to respond efficiently to outstanding regional issues, a functional substructuring was crucial.
In this regard, the TAC noted the importance of the establishment of subsidiary bodies (i.e.
specialized subcommittees, expert or working groups, etc.). However, it was highlighted that such
substructuring would have financial implications and need dedicated work and a wide-ranging pool of
qualified specialists. After the discussion, the TAC agreed to postpone the establishment of subsidiary
bodies until a time when CACFish had more members and adequate financial and administrative
resources.

PRELIMINARY WORK PLAN FOR 2013 (Agenda Item 8)

45, The TAC agreed on the work plan for 2013 (see below), which includes one regional
workshop and one expert consultation meeting. The terms of reference for each activity of the work
programme are provided in Appendix 5.

DEVELOPMENT OF ANNUAL COUNTRY REPORT TEMPLATE (Agenda Item 9)

46. On the basis of the background document CACFish:TAC1/2012/6, there was a discussion on
whether to produce an annual country report including country-specific data, to support the work of
the TAC. General support was expressed for development of such a report. The TAC accepted the
template model with some changes. The adopted report template is given in Appendix 6. The
Secretariat underlined the importance of submission in English and Russian of the country reports to
the Secretariat at least two months before the annual sessions through national focal points.

ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIRPERSONS (Agenda Item 10)

47, Mr Tigran Aleksanyan (Armenia) was elected to serve as the first vice-chairperson. The TAC
agreed to postpone the election and adoption of the second vice-chairperson also in order to give
opportunities to new CACFish Members to propose candidates for the post.

OTHER MATTERS (Agenda Item 11)

48. Delegates and representatives of Observer States expressed appreciation to the CACFish
Secretariat for the high-quality background documents that it had prepared for the session.

49. The TAC and FAO representative expressed the hope to see the Observer States present at the
Session as new members of CACFish in near future and thanked them for the great contributions they
had made to the session.

50. Furthermore, they extended appreciation to the Government of Ukraine for hosting the
session and for the hospitality. In particular, both TAC and the FAO representative warmly thanked
the State Fisheries Agency of Ukraine for the dedication and the excellent collaboration that had made
the organization and the success of the meeting possible. The excellent working conditions kindly
offered by the host were highly appreciated by all the delegates.

DATE AND PLACE OF THE NEXT SESSION (Agenda Item 12)

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APPENDIX 4

The regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central Asia

1. Aquaculture farm siting
Conduct, when appropriate, an environmental site assessment as part of an environmental
impact assessment (EIA) process or project application process.

Avoid sites that are access routes or part of access routes for fishing grounds or that obstruct
other resource users.

Retain buffer zones and habitat corridors between farms and between important habitats and
other users.

Do not use buffer zones to site aquaculture farms.
Avoid productive agricultural land to site aguaculture farms.
Develop criteria for site selection and for assessment of carrying capacity.

Take into consideration the local environmental conditions and estimated carrying capacity of
aquaculture in the area.

Avoid sites that are reaching or have already reached their carrying capacity for aquaculture.

Locate aquaculture farms in locations with suitable soil quality and with access to a water
source with suitable water quality.

Select sites that decrease the possibility of disease outbreaks.
Obey national and local legislation and planning requirements of natural resource use such as
land and water.

2. Aquaculture farm design

Design and construct aquaculture farms and other facilities without obstructing natural
waterways and flood retention and/or detention areas, and without adversely affecting the
local hydrology.

Design and construct aquaculture farms using appropriate engineering techniques to minimize
soil erosion and salination of the surrounding environment.

Maintain sufficient buffer zones between farms, and the farm and water sources, roads
railways and ecologically sensitive habitats.

Locate inlets and outlets of an individual farm and those of and between adjacent farms at a
suitable distance to prevent self-pollution.

Conserve local biodiversity and compensate any loss of important habitat by re-establishing
same.

Design production units and systems in such a way to ensure that the sites allow optimal
culture of the target fish species.

Design production culture systems to minimize possible adverse environmental impacts.
Design the production systems to use water resources economically and responsibly.

Design the farm in such a way to protect the cultured fish from predation.
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Design production systems to prevent escape of fish from the culture units, which may
negatively affect natural fish stocks and habitats.

3. Water use
Do not use groundwater without calculating the allowable extraction amount and do not use
excessively or exceed groundwater resources.
Obey national and local laws and regulations on water use and effluent discharge.
Ensure discharge water meets agreed water quality standards.

Actively manage aquaculture effluent to prevent or minimize environmental impacts to
receiving waters.

Minimize/optimize use of water through re-use or recirculating aquaculture systems, where
possible.

Utilize waste management technologies applicable to the culture systems.
Do not discharge aquaculture effluents into sensitive ecological habitats.

Maintain and improve the pond environment with optimal water quality.
4. Feed management
Use high-quality feed that meets the nutritional requirements of the fish species being

cultured, ideally from local sources.

Store feed in a proper manner and under proper conditions to prevent contamination and
excessive wastage.

Practise efficient and effective feed practices to optimize growth and minimize feed waste.

Observe the feeding responses of the cultured fish and adapt the feeding regime accordingly
to optimize performance.

Take measures to avoid use of fish as feed in cases where the fish is direct food resource of
poor and vulnerable groups.

5. Health management
Adopt disease risk reduction and prevention strategies to prevent and minimize transmission
of diseases within the farm and between farms.
Implement good animal husbandry and management practices for fish health and welfare.
Use veterinary drugs responsibly with advice from fish health professionals.

Avoid where possible or minimize use of antibiotics and medicated feeds, and only use on the
advice of qualified veterinary professionals.

Follow proper transportation, quarantine and acclimation practices.

Minimize stress on fish by avoiding sudden environmental changes and maintaining good
handling practices.

Routinely observe behaviour of fish for signs of disease and stress.

Maintain and update fish health records.
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6. Broodstock and fish seed supply

Select, as far as possible, local and indigenous species for aquaculture.

Maintain and use domesticated quality broodstock and captive breeding techniques to produce
and supply fish seeds.

Adopt on-farm quarantine and biosecurity measures to prevent or reduce the risk of disease
introductions.

Adopt quality assurance measures for fish seed supply.
Develop technology that allows broodstock development from domesticated stocks.

If moving broodstock and fish seed across boundaries within or between countries, comply
with national, regional and international criteria on transboundary movement of aquatic
animals.

Use certified disease-free fish seed.
7. Food safety

Do not use banned antibiotics, drugs and chemicals or hormones as growth promoters.
Only use authorized antibiotics when prescribed by a veterinarian/fish health specialist.
If needed, use vaccines and anaesthetics according to manufacturer’s instructions.
Prevent contamination with human waste and untreated animal manure.

Apply quality control measures (including staff training) to produce safe, high-quality
aquaculture products.

Establish product traceability by keeping and maintaining proper record-keeping of data and
information.

Ensure good sanitary conditions for harvest, handling and transport of aquaculture produce.
Encourage production, harvesting and marketing of high-quality fish and fish products that
comply with the respective internationally recognized standards.

8. Social responsibility
Farms should comply with local and national laws and seek legal rights to use the land and
water resources.

Farms should comply with local and national labour laws to ensure adequate worker health
and safety and provide appropriate facilities and financial compensation.

Train employees adequately on safety, farm operations and first aid and equip them with
necessary protective equipment.

Make arrangements to seek prompt medical attention, when required.

Avoid conflicts and maintain good relations with the community to ensure mutual benefits
accrue to both the farm and the community.

At the kind invitation of the State Agency of Fisheries of Ukraine, the first session of the
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries
and Aquaculture Commission (CACFish) was held in Kiev, Ukraine, on 20-22 November 2012.
The Session was attended by representatives of four Members: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan
and Turkey. Also participation in the session were representatives from six non-CACFish
Members — Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan — as well
as from FAO. The TAC produced scientific advice on the following issues for consideration of
CACFish: (i) environmental impact assessment in aquaculture; (ii) regional principles for
responsible aquaculture in Central Asia; (iii) responsible introductions and transfers of fish in
Central Asia and the Caucasus; and (iv) improvement of collection, analysis and dissemination
of fisheries data and information. The TAC identified the prioritized areas of the five-year
Regional Work Programme of the Commission (2011-15) and associated activities for
implementation in 2013. Establishment of sub-bodies under the TAC was determined early on.
In addition, the TAC discussed and identified general key priority areas for its work. These
included, among others, technical fishing regulations, intensive aquaculture techniques and
methodologies, fish health management, fish breeding and broodstock management, trade-
related management measures and environmental security.
