In the Field Tools section we highlight the following methods, approaches and tools:

Imagine – The Systemic and Prospective Sustainability Analysis: ‘Imagine’ is methodological corpus to describe, assess and examine the level of sustainability of an eco-socio system in the past, present and future by means of indicators and a participatory process that considers local actors to be experts at their level.
The World Café: in this process a café ambiance is created, in which participants discuss a question or issue in small groups around the café tables. It is a creative process for facilitating collaborative dialogue and the sharing of knowledge and ideas to create a living network of conversation and action.
Participatory Assessment, Monitoring and Evaluation: A Participatory Assessment, Monitoring and Evaluation exercise is an opportunity for the stakeholders of a project to stop and reflect on the past in order to make decisions about the future.
Starting a self-help group: self-help support groups are informal participatory networks of individuals who get together to share a common experience and support. there are many right ways to form a self-help group. This methodology contains basic tools that have worked well for many people who successfully came together to deal with a shared concern or problem.
Community tradeoffs assessment: This tool describes a methodology to conduct community-based planning and evaluation by looking for hidden tradeoffs between economy, ecology, society and culture. This approach empowers local communities to undertake business, conservation and development initiatives that fit with their unique culture and value systems.
Starting a community garden: this methodology is designed to give many different groups the basic information they need to get their gardening project off the ground.
Participatory Corruption Appraisal (PCA): this is a tool that focuses on the impact of corruption on the most vulnerable of urban stakeholders - the urban poor. It was first introduced in Indonesia as part of a World Bank-supported initiative.
Community contracts: The Contract Approach may best be described as a participatory process whereby a community group negotiates with local government or a development programme and enters into a contractual agreement in order to undertake an activity which leads to an improvement in their livelihoods.

In the Links section we highlight the following websites and/or organisations:
Papa Andina Initative: this is a regional initiative that promotes technological, commercial, and institutional innovation in the potato sector in Bolivia, Ecuador and Peru. It develops and implements methodologies supporting the innovation processes based on social learning and knowledge strengthening at community level, available also in the methodologies and approaches section.
FARM-Africa: FARM-Africa works at a grassroots level with rural communities in eastern Africa, providing long term solutions to poverty. Its approaches are based, among the others, on Participatory Planning, Management and Research, Capacity Building and Strategic Partnerships and Collaboration.
The Knowledge Sharing Toolkit: this toolkit has been developed by the ICT-KM Program of the Consultative Group on International Agricultural Research (CGIAR). It is a living knowledge repository about knowledge sharing. It provides two "libraries" one for methods and one for tools that can be used for knowledge sharing, and a set of perspectives and guidance that can help you choose tools and methods for your needs and contexts.

South Asia Women Fund (SAWF): SAWF is a non-profit regional organisation supporting women’s groups and civil society organizations that are located and operational in the South Asia region. The key thematic areas include poverty alleviation, advancement of women’s rights, promotion of women’s voices and leadership in public policies, equitable resource allocation. SAWF’s projects are aimed at capacity building, networking, campaign and advocacy.
Democratic Dialogue - UNDP: this is the website of the Democratic Dialogue Regional Project, launched in 2001 to develop, disseminate and apply diverse social technologies to support conflict prevention and consensus-building initiatives in the Latin America and the Caribbean region.  It compiles and systematizes experiences, lessons learned and good practices, provides specific technical support and capacity-building.
FAO, Livelihood Support Programme (LSP): this programme, designed by FAO staff, evolved from the belief that FAO could have a greater impact on reducing poverty and food insecurity by using a more flexible and demand-responsive approach, and by integrating a sustainable livelihoods perspective. Cross-sectoral teams attracted to working with people-centred methods have been evolving ways in which livelihoods perspectives have been able to strengthen important aspects of FAO's work. Documentation from these efforts has resulted in the Working Papers, Manuals, and Thematic Briefs presented in this website.
Community Empowerment: this site is mainly addressed to community workers in the field and offers training material of different levels. Most documents present methods for mobilizing and organizing the community, community- based groups, and grassroots organizations (in English, French and Spanish)
Santé, Communauté, Participation (SACOPAR): the site deals with the themes of participation and community health practices. The section Publications  presents articles and downloadable brochures about community health. The section Read for you contains a list of publications on various themes, such as participation, democracy, community health (in French).
IED Afrique Innovations Environnement Développement : this is an organization based in Senegal which works on sustainable development and citizenship issues in Africa, giving prominence to participatory and methodological innovations. The site gives access to several publications on citizen capacity-building as well as to programmes aimed at citizen participation (in French). 

RÉCIT - réseau des écoles citoyennes: RÉCIT has the objective of bringing together the different institutions engaged in training citizens, with the objective of enabling every individual to play an active role in their own lives and be citizen in a world of solidarity. It is an informal network of experience sharing, research and collective action to break isolation and join a collective movement. The site offers a section Methods presenting all tools and methods put in place by network members as well as a section Experiences based lessons learned from the field.
