Current and capital expenditures on education by 
local, regional and national governments 
expressed as a percentage of GDP. Capital 
expenditures include spending on construction, 
renovation, major repairs and purchases of heavy 
equipment or vehicles. Current expenditures are 
spending on goods and services that are 
consumed within the current year and that would 
need to be renewed the following year, including 
such expenditures as staff salaries and benefits, 
contracted or purchased services, books and 
teaching materials, welfare services, furniture and 
equipment, minor repairs, fuel, insurance, 
telecommunications and travel.

ratio (one-third weight) 
- a decent standard of living, as measured by GDP 
per capita in purchasing power parity (PPP) terms 
in US dollars.

(MDG 1 - Eradicate extreme poverty 
and hunger - Target 1A: Halve, 
between 1990 and 2015, the 
proportion of people whose income is 
less than one dollar a day) 

Percentage of the population living on less than 1$ 
a day at 1985 international prices (equivalent to 
$1.08 a day at 1993 international prices). Poverty 
is estimated by converting the one dollar a day 
poverty line to local currency using the latest 
purchasing power parity (PPP) exchange rates for 
consumption taken from World Bank estimates. 
The one dollar a day is compared to consumption 
or income per person and includes consumption 
from own production and income in kind. This 
poverty line has fixed purchasing power across 
countries or areas and is often called an "absolute 
poverty line" or measure of extreme poverty.

Composite index measuring deprivations in the 
three basic dimensions of human development 
captured in the Human Development Index (HDI): 
- a long and healthy life -- vulnerability to death at 
relatively early age, as measured by the 
probability at birth of not to age 40 
- knowledge -- exclusion from the world of reading 
and communications, as measured by the adult 
illiteracy rate 
- a decent standard of living -- lack of access to 
overall economic provisioning, as measured by the 
unweighted average of two indicators, the 
percentage of the population without sustainable 
access to an improved water sourceand the 
percentage of children under weight for age.
