Cattle Density

According to the census there were more than 3.9 million head of cattle held by small farms in rural
Vietnam in 2001. The highest densities, on average, are to be found in the South Central Coast, with
24 head per km?, and in the North Central Coast, with 17 head per km?. Average cattle densities in
other regions (Northwest, Northeast, Central Highlands, Southeast and Mekong River Delta) are
below 5 head per km?.

There are several possible reasons for the uneven distribution shown in the map. These relate, for
example, to availability of natural grazing areas, demand for cattle meat and milk, and cultural
preferences.
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
