· the situation/context governing food and ecosystems;
· institutional setup (natural resources management, rural development);
· poverty, livelihood strategies, economic sectors;
· stakeholders involved, engaged.
Primary issues / problems / changes / trends that are being addressed:
Provide a brief summary of the primary problems /opportunities/ issues the case is addressing, and their primary causes / drivers:

· shifts in agricultural practices (population growth, boom in markets, electricity subsidies, etc.);
· degradation in natural resources / ecosystems (increased competition, pollution, expansion and intensification of specific livelihood strategies,...);
· opportunities for increasing long term yields,  restoration of natural resources;
· etc.

The innovative approach / good practice developed in your case:

· effective increasing of (agricultural) water productivity and easing of pressure on water resources;

· how water needs for ecosystems and agriculture are being reconciled into a coherent IWRM strategy;
· etc.
