BACKGROUND
1. The 34t Session of the Codex Alimentarius Commission (July 2011) adopted the proposed draft revision of the Codex

Classification of Foods and Animal Feeds: Assorted Tropical and Sub-tropical Fruits — Edible Peel and Assorted Tropical and Sub-
Tropical Fruits — Inedible Peel at Step 5 and advanced it to Step 6 for comments and consideration by the 44th Session of the Codex
Committee on Pesticide Residues.2

2. When considering the revision of the Classification for the commodity group tree nuts, herbs and spices, the 431 Session
of the Codex Committee on Pesticide Residues (April 2011) agreed to return the new entry for Edible Flowers to Step 6 for
comments and consideration at the next session.3
