Adoption of the Agenda (CX/AF 00/1) : In accordance with Rule V.1 of the Rules of
Procedure, the first item on the Provisional Agenda shall be the adoption of the Agenda. The
Committee will be invited to adopt the Provisional Agenda as the Agenda for the Session.

Matters Referred to the Task Force from the 23™ Session of the Codex Alimentarius
Commission and Other Codex Committees (CX/AF 00/2) : The document is an information
paper prepared by the Codex Secretariat concerning matters referred and/or of interest from
the 23" Session of the Codex Alimentarius Commission and other Codex Committees.

Matters of Interests from FAO, WHO and OIE (CX/AF 00/3) : The document is an
information paper which includes matters of interests from FAO, WHO and OIE with regard to
the issues and interests on animal feeding and food safety.

Consideration of the Revised Draft Code of Practice on Good Animal Feeding and
Matters Regarding Other Aspects of Food Safety in Animal Feeding in addition to current
Draft Code of Practice (CX/AF 00/4) : The 23" Session of the Codex Alimentarius
Commission noted the recommendation of the 46™ Session of the Executive Committee
concerning the urgent need for the Commission to develop international guidelines or
recommendations which addressed all the issues relating to animal feeding (ALINORM 99/37,
para. 230).

In order to cover the majority of concerns of the Member Governments, the Chairman of the
Ad-Hoc Intergovernmental Codex Task Force on Animal Feeding requested Member
Governments and interested International Organizations to provide proposals for additions or
amendments to the Draft Code of Practice on Good Animal Feeding and comments in relation
to the food safety issues identified by the Codex Alimentarius Commission in the Terms of
Reference of this Task Force. The Draft Code of Practice on Good Animal Feeding was issued
with the Circular Letter (CL 1999/28-AF) at Step 3. This item includes the proposals made by
the Chairman based on the comments submitted in response to CL 1999/28-AF. Comments
submitted in response to CL 1999/28-AF are contained in document CX/AF 00/4 - Add.1.

Other Business and Future Work: In accordance with Rule V.5 of the Rules of Procedure,
any Member of the Commission may propose the inclusion of specific items of an urgent
matter.

Date and Place of Next Session : The Task Force will be advised of the tentative dates of the
next session.

Adoption of the Report: In accordance with Rule VIII of the Rules of Procedure, the Task
Force shall adopt the report of its first Session based on a draft provided by the Secretariat.
