INFORMATION NOTES

Matters of interest arising from other international organizations (Agenda Item 4): The 7t Session of the CCCF (April 2013)
agreed to discontinue work on the revision of the guideline levels for radionuclides in the General Standard for Contaminants and
Toxins in Food and Feed and the development of guidance to facilitate the application and implementation of the guideline levels
including the appropriateness to develop additional guideline levels for drinking water for inclusion in the GSCTFF. After completion
of the work carried out by the Inter-agency Working Group led by IAEA, the Committee would decide whether to start new work on
radionuclides as necessary.

Draft maximum levels for lead in fruit juices, ready-to-drink, canned fruits and canned vegetables (Agenda Item 5): The 36t
Session of the Codex Alimentarius Commission (July 2013) noted that there was wide support for further work on the MLs and the
views expressed on the need to consider more geographically representative data. The Commission agreed to adopt the MLs at
Step 5 with the understanding that countries would submit data to GEMS/Food database within a year to allow the Committee to
further consider the revision of the MLs in 2015 for submission to the 38! Session of the Commission.

Editorial amendments to the General Standard for Contaminants and Toxins in Food and Feed (CODEX STAN 193-1995)
(Agenda Item 12): In view of the dates of the forthcoming session of the Committee, no comments from Codex members and
Observers are requested. The Committee will consider the proposed amendments and points of discussion raised in the document in
the plenary session.
