> not to include the function of carrier for sodium ascorbate (INS 301) as INS 301 already contains the
function of antioxidant and this seems to fit the use in nutrient preparations; and

» not to include phycocyanin produced by bacteria for use as a blue colour until proper authorization,
including an official name, is substantiated in a country.
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
