Guidelines for Session Organisers, and Authors
Background

The Wye City Group has been formed as a successor to the IWG.AGRI Task Force on Statistics on Rural Development and Agricultural Household Income, which had its final meeting in June 2005 following the publication of the handbook Rural Households’ Livelihood and Well-being: Statistics on Rural Development and Agriculture Household Income (www.unece.org/stats/rural).
The Group now aims at publishing a supplement to the Handbook to expand its scope beyond the current OECD focus and provide a range of perspectives on the changing grounds of rural statistics that can be useful to a wider set of countries.
Authors should take the Handbook as the main reference for papers of the up-coming two-day meeting. 

Organisers and authors are encouraged to review the Handbook and identify topics/areas to be expanded or developed. Papers should ideally form an important contribution to the handbook supplement.

Expected outcomes of the meeting

Expected outcomes of the meeting are:

(a) to highlight emerging issues in rural statistics for countries at different levels of development.
(b) to share good practices  and identify possible uses of new tools in rural statistics in countries at different stages of development.

(c) to set a work plan, a tentative table of contents and a set of relevant contributions to the Handbook up-date/supplement.
The workshop will be organised in three plenary Sessions (duration of about 3:30 hours),  with a Session Organiser and a Chair. A fourth Session will be organised at the end of the Workshop for main authors contributing to the Handbook supplement.
The following guidelines are provided for Session Organisers and topics leaders to assist them in preparing the Sessions and the call for papers.

Guidelines for Session Organisers

For each Session, the Organiser will take the Lead for the technical organisation of the Session. 

Prior to the meeting in order to prepare the respective session the Organiser should. 

· identify and select relevant topics, topics leaders and authors with assistance from the Organising Committee as needed
· discuss paper contents with the topics leaders to gather a consistent set of presentations for the session

· Prepare the Session Programme and discuss the agenda with the local organizer.

It is recommended that the Session Organiser and the speakers of each session should make contact (by phone or e-mail).

Depending on the number of submitted abstracts, session organisers may identify topic leaders to assist in selecting, reviewing and focusing papers for a given topic.

Guidelines for Paper Authors
Papers should focus on results in terms of rural statistics, whether by highlighting emerging issues and related data needs/methodological problems, by illustrating uses of new technological tools in rural statistics, or by bringing countries’ experiences in a specific context.
There will be one to two papers presented per topic. Speakers are expected to present their work in 20 minutes and allow 10 minutes discussion afterward. Additional papers on the same topic will be made available as room documents. The Session Chair will summarise their abstracts in a few sentences.

Authors should take the Handbook as the main reference for papers of the up-coming two-day meeting. Authors are encouraged to review the Handbook and identify topics/areas to be expanded or developed. Papers should ideally form an important contribution to the handbook supplement.

Please submit abstracts for papers not exceeding 500 words in English by March 8, 2009 (to Session organizer), including the title and the abstract of the paper, names of all authors, and full postal and e-mail addresses of the corresponding authors. Abstract acceptance will be communicated before March 16, 2009. Full papers must be sent before May 8, 2009.

Papers will be posted on the Internet, in the meeting home page, as soon as available.

A template with standard guidelines for scientific papers from the Italian Statistical Society is attached for reference. Please note that the abstract (Riassunto) must be written in English.
