SESSION 1: CHANGING RURAL PARADIGM: EMERGING ISSUES AND DATA NEEDS

The focus of this session will be to identify new issues in rural development that trigger statistical methodological innovation and new data needs. Papers in this session should discuss issues that relate to a changing rural environment. This session will focus on the use of new technological tools, such as remote sensing, GIS, and other new tools or methodological solutions for deriving and improving rural statistics. Papers in this session should discuss the use and possible results from new tools rather than their technical characteristics and challenges.
The expected outcome of this session is to share good practices and identify possible uses of new tools in rural statistics in countries at different stages of development.
SESSION 3 : SOME ISSUES IN RURAL DEVELOPMENT AND HOUSEHOLD INCOME STATISTICS FOR COUNTRIES AT DIFFERENT LEVELS OF DEVELOPMENT (IN VIEW OF UP-DATING THE HANDBOOK)
