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PLAN OF ACTION AND RESOLUTION


Working Group on Residue in Tea Brew
Action plans and resolutions

1.  The Group considered the agenda item with the assistance of the agenda note on WG on Tea Brew circulated in the meeting. After introduction of the agenda by the Secretary General of the IGG on Tea, Dr T C Chaudhuri presented a brief report on the development at the last meeting of CCPR, Beijing, April 2011. After some discussions, the following action plan was agreed.


2.  The goal for all the activities in this working group is to attempt the fixation of MRL in tea at the CODEX  based on the residue content (transfer value) in tea brew.


A.  The Group (Prof. Zangmao Chen, China, Coordinator; with the assistance of Dr  T.C. Chaudhuri, India; and Mr J. Simrany, USA) will continue to work to achieve the objectives in future. The following activities and action plan have been agreed.


(i) 
To generate pesticide residue data for fixation of MRLs in tea based on tea brew for more number of identified compounds, after fixing standard methodologies and conducting ring test, and  then to submit to CODEX as per decisions taken at the CCPR meeting, Beijing, April 2011.

(ii) 
Tea Producing Countries to take action to fix MRL based on tea brew in their own country regulations to strengthen the cause at the international level.

(iii) To address the processing studies to refine the dietary risk assessment of tea arose in the CCPR meeting in April 2011, Beijing on the policy document.

(iv) To pursue the policy document with JMPR through IGG Secretariat after strengthening it with the required information. 
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
