	Objective(s) of assistance
	The objective is to support the food security of the farmers affected by the soaring food prices. The project falls under the Food Security Support Programme (FSSP), one of the five key programme areas required by the Strategy for Agriculture and Water of Cambodia which contributes to poverty reduction, food security and economic growth through enhancing agricultural productivity and diversification and improving water resources development and management.

The specific objectives are: (i) to increase and diversify agricultural systems that is capable of assuring food security for the national and delivering an acceptable quality of life for rural communities, especially the poor; (ii) to intensify and diversify food production by smallholder farming households, particularly those that are food-insecure; (iii) to ensure the food security and nutrition of the most-affected households, particularly the women-headed households.


	Title of intervention
	Support and improve the food security of farming families affected by the soaring food prices through distribution of agricultural inputs and enhancement of nutrition and food processing techniques

	Description of activities
	i) Distribution of seed and fertilizers to the vulnerable farming families affected by the soaring food prices;
ii) Provision of water pumping machines to affected faming families in order to increase the cultivated areas, the cropping intensity and to minimize the crop damage;

iii) Provision of metallic silos at household level with specific training on rice drying and rice processing to reduce post-harvest losses;
iv) Training on nutrition and food processing techniques given at household level in order to increase the nutrition knowledge of the food-insecure households and particularly the women-headed households. 
The provinces to be targeted by the project would be Kampong Chnnang, Kampong Speum Kampot, Kratie, Mondulkiri, Prey Veng, Preah Viehar, Prey Veng, Pursat and Takeo.
