Section 1- Structures and Mechanisms

Inter-Agency Standing Committee (IASC), Clusters and Executive Committee on Humanitarian Affairs
WFP has continued to be the lead agency in for the logistics cluster in seven humanitarian crises. To date, 19 humanitarian country teams have implemented the cluster system, of which

17 created food aid/food security/nutrition clusters. WFP is leading eight and jointly leading another nine with the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) and UNICEF. The organization continues to co-chair the IASC and work through the Executive Committee on Humanitarian Affairs (ECHA) (para 2-4)

Consolidated Appeals Process and United Nations Development Group

WFP continues to participate in Consolidated Appeals Processes (CAPs) and remain the largest appealing agency. There were 11 Consolidated Appeals Processes (CAPs), 10 flash appeals and 13 other appeals in 2008.1 and WFP participated in all of them. WFP has also successfully served its term as chair of the United Nations Development Group. (para 7-8)

Section 2 – Funding and Resources

Events and disasters in 2008 raised the need for humanitarian assistance dramatically, from US$ 3.1 billion which was approved for programmes in 2008 to US$ 5.7 billion by the end of September. Contributions from public donors in response to the March appeal for funds reached US$ 4.O billion. Contributions through pooled funding mechanisms and United Nations agencies totalled US$ 177 million. Private Sector Fundraising increased to US$116 million by 30 September 2008, including US$67 million from the Gates Foundation to support Purchase for Progress (P4P) and US$1.4 million in online donations. (para 9-14)
Section 3 – Implementation of United Nations Reform Measures
In September 2008, the WFP Executive Policy Council endorsed an internal document on United Nations Reform and harmonization of development programming at country level, including the Delivering as One country pilots. As a result WFP has maintained partnerships and participated in  UNDG Working Group on Programming Issues, which improved the Common Country Assessment (CCA) and United Nations Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF) guidelines by emphasizing closer links with national planning priorities to ensure that programmes benefit from linkages between development and transition activities such as disaster risk reduction, capacity-building and post-conflict involvement. Delivering as One and Joint Programmes

Common operational documents are being developed to support Delivering as One at country level. WFP is currently supporting Delivering as One projects in Mozambique, Pakistan, Rwanda, United Republic of Tanzania and Cape Verde. Other joint programmes that WFP has participated in are education, health and nutrition, HIV and AIDS, food security, disaster management, capacity-building and the environment. WFP is committed to the Common Premises initiatives.  (para 23-34)
Section 4 & 5 – Collaboration with Partners 
WFP has been involved in strategic partnerships and collaboration with United Nations Agencies and Bretton Woods institutions, such as UNICEF, FAO, IFAD, UNAIDS, UNHCR, WHO, World Bank and other NGO’s, particularly in the distribution of food aid. (para 55-81) 
Section 6 - Issues Relevant to the Implementation of the Triennial Comprehensive Policy Review

WFP has continued to participate in transition initiatives aimed to bridge the gap between relief and development. It will also continue to focus on capacity building programmes and projects, including awareness raising, conferences, policy and dialogue technical assistance, web based initiatives. It has laid strong foundations for gender mainstreaming, including in its own workforce as discussed in the document, “Preparing for Tomorrow Today: WFP Strategy for Managing and Developing Human Resources (2008–2011)”, which identifies actions to improve the representation of women in the workforce. Other keys areas in the policy review are Evaluation and Climate Change/ disaster risk reduction which have become priorities in the WFP policy agenda. (para 86 - 96)

Section 7 – Activities of the Executive Board

WFP Executive Board participated in the joint meeting of the boards of UNDP, UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP. The joint executive boards also participated in a field visit to Haiti where it was noted that sustainable development and dialogue should be promoted in the country. (para 97 - 98)
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
