EB 2009/97/R.2 Results Measurement Framework for the Eighth Replenishment period (2010-2012)

Intro:

As a signatory to the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness, IFAD has introduced the Results Measurement Framework (RFM) to equip itself with a compact set of decision-making and accountability instruments. Once approved by the Executive Board, this RMF would be the principal instrument of management accountability to the Board.
The RMF will cover 5 levels:
· Level 1: to measure the progress made in achieving UN Millenium Development goals relevant to IFADs mandate.

· Level 2: assesses country-level outcomes in terms of opportunities created for citizens in partner countries,

· Level 3: measures key outputs that underpin the country-level outcomes generated by IFAD operations.
· Level 4: focuses on the quality of country programme and project design and implementation support.
· Level 5: measures the institutional efficiency of IFAD
Collectively, these levels will provide assessments of both IFADs development and operational effectiveness. 

Revised RMF in the context of IFADs operating model
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Institutional arrangements, data source, use, presentation and administration

IFAD has significantly upgraded its internal processes for performance assessment at various stages of project and country programme development. Similar systems are now in place for monitoring IFAD’s organizational performance, hence incremental investment will be required only for improvements in data quality and not for the overall process. (para 60)
Issues related to data and measurement – future developments

The following limitations which are common to IFIs have been noted:
· The inability to “attribute” results of macro outcomes to IFAD

· Difficulties in measuring outputs in policy dialogue and in establishing the linkages among diverse levels of results
· Limitations related to data quality
· Project output reports do not fully cater to IFAD’s new priorities (para 73-77)
