EB 2010/99/R.28: President’s report on a proposed grant under the global/regional grants window to a non-CGIAR-supported international centre
This report recommends the provision of IFAD support to the research and training programme of the following non CGIAR-supported international centre: Rimisp – Latin American Center for Rural Development.

The proposed programme is in line with the goal and outputs of the revised IFAD grant policy and supports: a policy framework at both the local and national level that provides poor rural people with a conducive incentive structure to improve their productivity and reduce their dependence on transfers; and an institutional framework within which institutions – formal and informal, public and private sector, local and national alike – can provide services to the economically vulnerable, according to their comparative advantage.
Recommendation
That the Fund, in order to finance, in part, Knowledge for Change– Policy Processes for Poverty Impact, shall make a grant not exceeding one million eight hundred and twenty-four thousand United States dollars(US$1,824,000) to the Rimisp – Latin American Center for Rural Development for a three-year programme upon such terms and conditions as shall be substantially in accordance with the terms and conditions presented to the Executive Board herein.
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
