Background

Afghanistan faces a protracted humanitarian crisis in which both the relief and recovery requirements must be addressed. Hunger and malnutrition are widespread: 7.3 million people in a total population of 26 million are considered food-insecure; with another 5.4 million at risk.
Objectives
· Support conflict- and disaster-affected people, internally displaced persons and other vulnerable groups, including malnourished children and pregnant and lactating women, whose food security has been adversely affected by shocks (Strategic Objective 1);

· Support the re-establishment of the livelihoods of communities and families affected by shocks, including through basic education and basic skills training for girls and women (Strategic Objective 3); and

· Improve the success of tuberculosis treatment (Strategic Objective 4).

· Support and increase the capacities of the Government to prepare for, assess and respond to acute hunger arising from disasters (Strategic Objective 2) and develop local food security systems and the capacity to predict and reduce hunger(Strategic Objective 5).
