WFP/EB.2/2010/4-E: Consolidated Framework of WFP Policies
At its Annual Session in 2002, the Board and asked the Secretariat to submit the latest version of the policy framework as a paper for information each year at the Board's autumn session. The document provides the Board and Secretariat with a compendium of all policies that remain relevant to WFP‘s strategy and have not been superseded by newer policies.
In 2009 the Secretariat conducted a review of the policy development process, including a review of the classification of policy papers and an analysis of policy gaps. The classification review proposed that new or revised policies be presented to the Board for approval rather than for consideration.2 The gap analysis reviewed existing policies against the WFP Strategic Plan (2008–2013) to confirm their ongoing relevance. This updated version of the consolidated framework contains those policies that remain relevant and have not been superseded. A further review of the policy framework was conducted to ensure that all current policies and related Board decisions are properly reflected.
This updated version of the policy framework also includes three of the new policies approved or noted by the Board in 2009 and 2010: ―”WFP School Feeding Policy”, ―”Resourcing for a Changing Environment”, and ―”WFP‘s Role in the Humanitarian Assistance System”. These new policies are in line with the WFP Strategic Plan (2008–2013).
