a) Evaluation of FAO’s Emergency and Rehabilitation Work in the Horn of Africa

Committee Comments 
· Felt that the recommendations were not realistic; too many had financing implications that the Organization was not in a position to fulfil. 
· Longer-term institutional arrangements should be made that fit voluntary funding models. 
· Improvements in the Greater Horn of Africa include: a more strategic approach through the development of Plans of Action, the systematic fielding of emergency coordinators, active partnerships with NGOs and a clear commitment to address transboundary issues. 
· Key issues in the Horn of Africa included land tenure, and understanding pastoralists’ livelihoods.

· More emphasis should be given to consolidation and sustainability of results, preparedness, and safety net mechanisms to address chronic poverty and vulnerability. [par. 5-7]
b) FAO’s Effectiveness at Country Level: A Synthesis of Evaluations

Committee Responses

· Syntheses would have benefited from recommendations drawn from the country evaluations.
· An appropriate level of technical support from the rest of the Organization is needed for FAO Representations.

· Efforts should be made to increase exposure at country level of normative products of FAO 
· Synthesis reports should be presented to the committee every 2-3 years. [par. 8-12]
c) Procedure to be followed in recruiting a Head of Evaluation

Proposal by Management

1. Open, competitive advertisement at -2 level

2. Internal screening and interviews in line with existing procedure for selection of D-level staff

3. Consultation with the Programme Committee on the selected candidate

4. Appointment of the Head by the Director-General [par. 13]
