Key Figures

· TCP projects have been approved for 71 countries and in the 36 countries targeting the 2008 planting seasons, the distribution of agricultural inputs was completed or ongoing in 29 countries. 
· 5% of the budgets are intended for contracts with research institutions, extension services and other support to implementation and 7% are earmarked to cover the Organization’s operational costs, the rest of the allocated resources are used for the sole procurement of inputs (fertilizer, seeds and animal fee).

Committees welcomed the collaboration with the other Rome-based agencies, in particular WFP, and with the World Bank in the implementation of the ISFP. [Par.15-18]
