Under the supervision of the FAO Representative in the Sudan, with functional guidance from the Senior Field Programme Officer
and the Programme Officer (FAOR Network) in the Regional Office for the Near East, and in close collaboration with the relevant
technical units in FAO/RNE and at headquarters, the relevant Government Institutions, UN Agencies and other development
partners, the Deputy FAOR will assist the FAO Representative in discharging his/her responsibilities with a particular focus on
programme development, resource mobilization and programme implementation. In particular, he/she will:

e upon request by the FAOR, represent FAO and liaise with senior government officials, UN agencies, humanitarian and
development partners and beneficiaries on country programme implementation and delivery;

e coordinate the identification of policy implications and monitor relevant policy environment issues for the implementation of
FAOQ's agricultural disaster-preparedness, response, transition and development strategies;

e promote effective integration of developmental and emergency-relief and rehabilitation programmes into a comprehensive
country programme;

e in close consultation with the Assistant FAOR Programme, facilitate and support the development of (i) the FAO Country
Programming Framework (CPF) and (ii) FAO’s contributions to UNDAF as well as (iii) the FAO country field programme
from design through delivery, ensuring their alignment with the Regional, Sub-regional and country development priorities,
FAOQ's Strategic Framework and with the technical assistance programming of the UN system and of other development
partners and recipients;

e in disaster-prone countries, provide leadership in developing and introducing risk reduction policies and practices in
agriculture, forestry and fisheries;

e inthe case of natural or human-induced disasters, coordinate timely needs assessments for effective livelihood responses
to food security crises, including participation in food security cluster;

e contribute to the development and promotion of the resource mobilization strategy for the country and to fund mobilization
efforts through liaison with the donor community in the country;

e contribute to the preparation of briefs and comprehensive reports on FAO priorities and field programme in the country and
ensure the timely dissemination of information to the Government, donor community, UN agencies and NGOs;

o facilitate the effective collection and dissemination of information, in the framework of the knowledge management
activities of the Organization and contribute to the development and delivery of effective communication, advocacy and
partnership strategies;

e provide support to the FAOR in the management of the country office’s including management of Budget and Human
resources and ensure the the implementation of field security and safety policies for staff;

e provide supportto the FAOR in ensuring that appropriate controls are exercised over the financial resources and
disbursements as per the Oragnzations policy and procedures;

e perform any other duties, as required.
