DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Under the general supervision of the Director, Land and Water Division (NRL) and the direct supervision of the Water Programme
Lead Officer, within the framework of the FAO Water Programme, the incumbent will be responsible for the development and
implementation of FAO’s programme in the field of water quality management in agriculture, mitigation of adverse environmental
effects of agriculture on water and the use of non-conventional water in agriculture.

e work with diverse groups of professional and technical personnel in various water quality and laboratory environments;

e lead and contribute to global water quality assessments with respect to agriculture;

e prepare technical documentation and papers for discussion and publication;

e design and implement programmes and projects; co-ordinate joint activities and participate in task forces; participate in the
formulation and appraisal of field projects, of the recruitment and technical supervision of field staff and the provision of
technical backstopping;

e review and comment on environmental impact of water quality programmes and reports;

e plan, organize and participate in related technical meetings;

e build partnerships and networks with professionals inside and outside the UN System;

e advise FAO member countries on their programmes through reviews and the provision of policy and technical advice;

o perform other related duties as required.

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

e Advanced university degree in environmental sciences or related discipline with specialized courses in water quality
e Seven years of relevant experience in water quality management and environmental aspects of agriculture and water reuse,
