 Develop, test and debug TYPO3 Websites; address systems performance issues and crashes as per operations requests 
when necessary. 

 Participate in the development and implementation and other Web applications in support of FAO technical divisions and 
corporate Web publishing projects in close collaboration with OCC; 

 Participate in the customization of templates and extensions for the implementation of corporate and thematic Web sites, 
based on best practices for the design and development of the WCMS modules; 

 Participate in the configuration and customization of corporate pages, in particular to be compliant with mobile devices; 

 Participate in the integration of third parties’ widgets into the corporate WCMS; 

 Ensure correct development of Web template as per corporate guidelines; 

 Contribute to the code optimization and performances monitoring of the corporate CMS;
