	NOTE ON MEDIA ACCREDITATION 




The 32nd FAO Regional Conference for Asia and the Pacific (APRC) will be held at the Best Western Premier Tuushin Hotel in Ulaanbatar, Mongolia, from 10 to 14 March 2014. This major biennial event is convened by FAO to review and make recommendations on key food and agricultural issues affecting the Asia-Pacific region.
The conference brings together 46 Asia-Pacific FAO member countries and a wide range of observers such as representatives of United Nations organizations, donors and other development partners, inter-governmental and international non-governmental organizations. All conference sessions are open to the media.
Participants include ministers of agriculture from the countries of the region, senior government officials, the FAO director-general as well as representatives of civil society and the business sector.

During the APRC, in-depth discussions will be held to consider the present state of agriculture across the region. The discussions will focus on ways to restore grasslands and forests for climate change mitigation and adaptation and promotion of ecosystems, study ways and means to meet farmers’ aspirations in the context of green development and realizing opportunities in agriculture to promote greater food security in Pacific Island Countries. The delegates will also consider a regional rice strategy, based on a detailed analysis underway, and sustainable intensification of aquaculture for food and nutritional security across the region.
Conference schedule:
The Senior Officers’ segment (SOM) opens on Monday 10 March at 09:00 hours with an opening statement by the host Government. The SOM will proceed three days until Wednesday 12 March. 
Also, on Wednesday 12 March, a local field trip will be held. The adoption of the report of the SOM is expected around 17:00 hours. (after the field trip).
The Ministerial segment of the conference takes place on Thursday-Friday 13 and 14 March. The inaugural ceremony will start at 9:00 hours on 13 March. During this high level event, the FAO Director-General, José Graziano da Silva will deliver a statement. 
A Round Table discussion on the double burden of malnutrition will be held on Friday morning 14 March, at 9:00 hours, moderated by a BBC Television presenter. The adoption of the report of the conference is scheduled for later that afternoon followed by a Final Communiqué.
Side Events:

Three Side Events will be held at the same location as the conference. A side event on the Regional Rice Strategy will take place Monday 10 March, at 17:30 hours. A second side event will take place the following day, Tuesday, 11 March, at 17:30 for member countries to review Preliminary Results of RAP and SAP Evaluation, while the third event, the Zero Hunger Challenge in Asia-Pacific Region, on Wednesday, 12 March at 17:30 will report on the progress of the challenge in this region, the formulation of a guiding framework and the recently launched National Zero Hunger Challenge in Timor-Leste.

The host government will issue media badges needed for admission to the conference venue. Only journalists and media representatives with proper badges can access the plenary meeting hall. Media badges are also needed for access to other facilities, such as lounges, catering installations and service areas (shops, bank, travel agency, etc.), with the exception of those areas exclusively reserved for delegations and the conference secretariat.
