FAO in the news 
Battling to preserve Nigeria's rainforest 
According to the World Resources Institute, Nigeria is home to 4,715 different types of plant species, 
and over 550 species of breeding birds and mammals, making it one of the most ecologically vibrant 
places of the planet. But Africa's most populous country also has an appalling deforestation record -- 
one of the fastest in the world. 
  
Edible bugs enrich Laos diet 
According to the United Nations there is widespread malnourishment of children under the age of five in 
Laos, because of a lack of protein in their diets. But food charities are hoping that a move towards insect 
farming in the country could help overcome the problem. The UN's Food and Agriculture Organisation, 
which is supporting efforts in Laos, says bugs have high protein and vitamin content. 
  
Eduardo Rojas: “Un uso adecuado de los recursos forestales podría llevarnos a recuperar los niveles de

The UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) has warned about the increasing loss of forests in many 
countries. In a report posted on its webpage, the FAO says that deforestation keeps increasing at an 
alarming pace in many nations, with South America being among the regions with the largest impact.

Africa 
Ants work with acacia trees to prevent elephant damage 
A species of acacia tree found in Eastern Africa seems to be protected from elephant damage - by the 
ants that live on it. 
  
Trees for Africa 
Arbor Week has come and swiftly gone, and I’ve done my bit and bought yet another indigenous tree, 
but I’ve just discovered that in East Africa there’s a far more ambitious project under way – the Great 
Green Wall. 
  
Wild chimps outwit human hunters 
Across Africa, people often lay snare traps to catch bushmeat, killing or injuring chimps and other 
wildlife. But a few chimps living in the rainforests of Guinea have learnt to recognise these snare traps 
laid by human hunters, researchers have found. 
  
Argentina

La Comisión de Agricultura de la Cámara de Diputados no dio despacho a la Ley de Bosques, ya que 
llegaron a un acuerdo con los miembros de la comisión de volver a convocar a técnicos y especialistas 
para que analicen la nueva documentación y mapeo que envió la Subsecretaría de Ambiente. 
  
Proponen prohibir el uso de leña proveniente de bosques 
El proyecto de ley que fue presentado por la Diputada, Mirta Hendrie, plantea que se prohíba, a partir 
del 1 de enero del 2015, la producción, comercialización y consumo industrial de leña de bosques 
naturales. A su vez, pretende que este recurso sea reemplazado por el proveniente de bosques 
cultivados y residuos biomásicos de la forestoindustria. 
  
Australia 
Cane toads aren't quite the bad guys we thought 
It could be one of the world's most unfairly maligned creatures. Despite its invasion of Australia, the 
cane toad has not triggered the overwhelming ecological disaster that some predicted. 
  
End logging in risk areas say conservationists 
A number of conservation groups are calling for an immediate end to the logging of forests in areas with 
low and intermediate rainfall. 
  
Receding gums: What ails Australia's iconic trees? 
Eucalyptus trees are dying all over Australia. To save them, we might have to learn to play with fire. 
  
Vaccine hope Tasmanian Devil dies from cancer 
A Tasmanian Devil who scientists hoped was immune to a facial cancer that threatens his species has 
been euthanised after developing tumours. 
  
Bangladesh 
Social forestry brings change in Garo hill people's life 
Hazrat Ali, a marginal farmer of Gurucharan Dudhonai village in Garo hills of Jhinaigati upazila under 
Sherpur district, was passing his days in utter hardship with his family. He has a few decimal of cultivable 
land apart from his household but could hardly manage two daily square meals for his family. A cheque 
for Tk 1,42,500 under government run social afforestation project has brought about a revolutionary 
change in his life. His social status and dignity also increased. 
  
Brazil 
An end to (large-scale) deforestation in the Amazon? 
Could it be? Things are changing so quickly in the Amazon that it's hard to come up with a satisfactory 
explanation of anything, but the latest deforestation statistics certainly make you wonder. 
  
Brazil urges closer environmental cooperation in Latin America 
Brazilian Minister of Environment Izabella Teixeira called for closer environmental cooperation between 
Latin American countries to gain a stronger position in international negotiations. 
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Casi la mitad de la energía consumida en Brasil es renovable 
El 47,2% de la energía consumida por Brasil el año pasado fue generada por fuentes renovables, 
principalmente hidroeléctricas y combustibles vegetales, según un estudio divulgado por el Gobierno. 
  
Deforestation rate continues to plunge in Brazil 
The Brazilian government says that a preliminary survey by a low-resolution satellite shows that 
deforestation in the Amazon declined by 47.5% over the past 12 months. The figure is the largest decline 
since measurements began in 1988 and, if confirmed by data from a second set of satellites due out 
later this year, would amount to nearly a 90% drop in lost forest area since a 2004 peak. 
  
Securing a future for Amazonian rubber-tappers 
A pioneering initiative is helping to rebuild the traditional local economy and livelihoods of the 
Amazonian rubber-tappers. 
  
Canada 
Tarnished Earth: the destruction of Canada's boreal forest 
Tarnished Earth is a dramatic street gallery of photographs telling the story of the destruction of 
Canada's boreal forest - a continuous belt of coniferous trees separating the tundra to the north and 
temperate rainforest and deciduous woodlands to the south. The exhibition shows how the boreal 
forest is being flattened by the rush to extract oil from the tar sands just below its surface. 
  
China 
China's top political advisor calls for efforts to build "ecological screens" 
China's top political advisor, Jia Qinglin, called for more efforts to build "ecological screens," to 
contribute to the nation's endeavor to combat floods and landslides. Authorities should beef up 
measures to prevent and control ecological disasters, said Jia, chairman of the Chinese People's Political 
Consultative Conference (CPPCC) National Committee. He also said authorities should plant more trees 
and protect and restore wetlands in areas prone to natural disaster. 
  
"Green revolution" in "red city" 
Ma Zhibao is glad when he looks at the greenery in front of his house. "It used to be a barren hill. Now, 
look how flourishing they are," says the 50-some-year-old, pointing at the trees that grew on the Loess 
Plateau. 
  
Greening China, from a paint pot 
China's fast economic growth over the past 30 years may be a miracle, but it has been achieved at a 
price - heavy pollution and the destruction of natural resources.

Scientists say desertification of the mountain grasslands of the Tibetan plateau is accelerating climate 
change. 
  
Zhejiang locals wage war of noise against invading boar 
Boar numbers have increased from 29,000 to 150,000 in the past decade, and they are moving into 
farmland and residential areas. 
  
Colombia 
Para frenar deforestación y mejorar seguridad, Santos pide al Congreso celeridad con ley de tierras 
En su cuarto Acuerdo para la Prosperidad, el mandatario aseguró que "si se le da al campesino un título 
sobre su tierra, eso se convertirá en una herramienta para luchar contra los cultivos ilícitos". 
  
Costa Rica

Fruit bats on the brink of extinction 
The number of fruit bats in Cyprus has fallen by 95 per cent since 2005, leaving the species on the brink 
of extinction, animal rights group ARC/KIVOTOS said. Cyprus is the only EU member state to host the 
fruit bat, Rousettus aegyptiacus. Rousettus are megachiropterans – very different from all the other 
small insect-eating bats, and are protected by law. 
  
Democratic Republic of the Congo 
Congolese chimpanzees face new 'wave of killing' for bushmeat 
Scientists say chimps face 'major and urgent threat' as the bushmeat trade expands in country's north. 
  
Orphaned chimpanzees in the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
An 18-month study of remote human settlements deep in the Congolese jungle warns that chimpanzees 
are are being subjected to a 'wave of killing' by hunters pursuing them for bushmeat. One consequence 
is the continual growth in the number of 'bushmeat orphans' - those infants who are too small to be 
killed for meat, and are often put on the black market for sale as pets. 
  
Dominican Republic 
Less talk, more action, Dominican Environment chief says 
Environment minister Jaime David Fernandez Mirabal asked the international cooperation to reduce the 
seminars and workshops and increases practical actions in the communities to halt deforestation, 
especially in the river basins. 
  
Ecuador 
Ecuador passes the hat for Amazon protection plan 
Ecuador is launching a one-of-a-kind initiative to protect a jungle reserve that contains not only a huge 
variety of plants and animals but 20 percent of the country's crude oil. 
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Ecuatoriano transforma el bosque en guitarras de envolvente sonido 
El ecuatoriano Hugo Chiliquinga elabora guitarras con la paciencia del artesano, desde la búsqueda de 
madera en la selva hasta la aplicación de una técnica especial que les confiere una acústica sin par en 
manos de intérpretes como Paco de Lucía. 
  
France

Brikama Area Council in collaboration with the Kombo Foni Forestry Association, embarked on tree 
planting exercise in three of its communities in the western region. The three villages of Somita, 
Tampoto and Jakoi Sebrik benefited from the planting of over thirteen thousand Gmalyna trees. 
  
BAC, KOMFFORA plant over 13,000 trees in WR 
The Brikama Area Council (BAC) in collaboration with the Kombo Foni Forestry Association (KOMFORA) 
recently conducted a tree planting exercise in three community forests in Somita, Tampoto and Jakoi 
Sebric in the Fonis, Western Region. 
  
Guatemala 
Batallón Verde protege Biosfera Maya en Guatemala

Rampant deforestation in the forests of the vast North Bank Landscape (NBL) spread along the north of 
the Brahmaputra extending up to the eastern Himalayan foothills, across the States of Assam and 
Arunachal Pradesh, has been at the root of the raging man-elephant conflict in Udalguri and Sonitpur 
districts. 
  
Deforestation, Shantanu & Nikhil’s concern 
Inspired by the concept of deforestation, the duo aptly titled their collection 'Death of a Tree', with 
designs bearing a deconstructed look in dark somber colours. 
  
Heritage or threat? 
Two farmers in Anekal, a forested bit of the south Indian state of Karnataka, were in their fields this 
summer when a pair of cow elephants and a calf emerged from the trees. Protective of the calf, the 
animals chased and trampled the men. Such deaths are not unusual: each year some 400 Indians are 
fatally stomped, and killings are getting more common, says a new report by India’s Elephant Task Force, 
a government-backed panel.

One of the world's most magnificent creatures is on the brink of being wiped out entirely – and India is 
locked in a complicated battle to save it. 
  
Special plantation drive in Leh to focus on 'Green Games' 
A special 'green drive' for the Commonwealth Games saw hundreds of Buddhist monks and nuns kicking 
off a massive plantation programme at around 11,000 feet height at Leh in Ladakh, an effort that may 
also help check soil erosion in the cloudburst-hit region.

Mining company's operations in India under scrutiny by shareholders following pressure from Amnesty 
and celebrities. 
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Indonesia 
Govt ups ante against illegal logging, mining and plantations 
President Susilo Bambang Yu-dhoyono has pledged to intensify the government’s battle against 
companies operating illegally in rainforests to cut forest losses and help regain the trust of foreign 
countries. The government is currently revising a 2005 presidential instruction on illegal logging. 
  
Indonesia could cut CO2 by 70 pct by 2030: report 
Indonesia could cut its projected greenhouse gas emissions by 70 percent by 2030 at a relatively low 
cost, but would still need help from developed countries, a government report said. 
  
Shell funding of forest protection scheme could result in 'largest land grab of all time' 
Oil giant's investment in Indonesian REDD conservation project is a crude attempt to increase profit and 
gloss over its expanding oil drilling operations, say campaigners. 
  
Skepticism mounts on benefits of moratorium 
Industry stakeholders backed by renowned scientists have challenged the government’s forest 
moratorium plan and demanded valid scientific assessments of its impact on the sustainability of the 
environment and economy. 
  
Kazakhstan 
Kazakhstan: six personnes tuées dans des incendies de forêt 
Des incendies de forêt dans le nord-est du Kazakhstan, à la frontière avec la Russie, ont fait six morts, 
selon un bilan communiqué par le gouvernement de cette ex-république soviétique d'Asie centrale. 
  
Kenya 
Why Mau restoration has stalled 
Efforts to restore the Mau Forest Complex, the country’s largest water tower, are threatened by 
budgetary constraints, the Sunday Nation has learnt. While the third phase of the restoration targeting 
the Maasai Mau should have been initiated four months ago, a spot check indicated that the survey has 
not been completed. 
  
Madagascar 
Illegal rosewood logging in Madagascar 
Photographer Toby Smith talks about his pictures documenting the illegal logging trade in Madagascar, 
which he helped bring to the world's attention by going undercover with environmental groups. The US 
Environmental Investigation Agency intends to use Smith's pictures, along with other evidence gathered, 
to prosecute those responsible for creating the international market outside of Madagascar. This 
summer, the rainforests of Atsinanana in Madagascar were placed on Unesco's list of world heritage in 
danger. 
  
Mexico

According to U.N. Development Program estimates, 90 percent of Mongolia is fragile dry-land; land 
under increasing threat from desertification. Part of the reason for this is thought to be global warming, 
but in Mongolia's case another significant factor is the rise of the global cashmere industry. 
  
Morocco

Myanmar 
Is the Burmese junta really saving tigers? 
The Burmese junta announced in August that it would triple the size of the protected game reserve for 
endangered tigers situated in the northern region of Kachin. But, the truth is, a real-estate tycoon close 
to the junta has continued, unhindered, to raze large parcels of the land.

The Commission for the Investigation of Abuse of Authority has woken up to a massive deforestation in 
16 districts. It has begun an investigation into the deforestation after complaints that Forest Minister 
Dipak Bohara and other high-ranking forest officials have a hand in all this. 
  
New Zealand 
Ongoing wet good for tree planting 
It's not too late yet for farmers to get trees in the ground this year although the end of the planting 
season is rapidly approaching says MAF’s Bryan McKinlay. The Gisborne-based senior programmes 
adviser says a wide range of poplar and willow poles is still available throughout Gisborne and Hawke’s 
Bay for last-minute erosion control projects. 
  
Nigeria 
South-East’s gullies of death 
With desertification continuing to claim more habitable land in the northern parts of the country, and 
the ocean moving further inland in the coastal areas, the south-eastern states of the federation are 
confronted with the devastating effects of erosion and other environmental problems. 
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Pakistan 
Pakistan floods and the timber mafia 
There is a link between deforestation in Pakistan and the massive floods sweeping the country, said an 
official with the World Wide Fund for Nature. 
  
Paraguay 
Rollotráfico aumenta en San Pedro y denuncian posibles coimas a inspectores

The Amazon river has dropped to its lowest level in 40 years in north-eastern Peru, causing severe 
economic disruption in a region where it is the main transport route.

But those so-
called source sites are losing ground to development, forestry and poaching and must be protected to 
save the tigers from extinction, according to a new paper from a group of conservationists, academics 
and government officials.

Kansai Electric Power Co. has developed a new method for rejuvenating trees using mycorrhizal fungi, 
which form mutually beneficial relationships with plants. Mycorrhizal fungi are related to mushrooms; 
matsutake and truffles, for example, are mycorrhizal mushrooms. Mycorrhizal fungi adhere to the roots 
of plants and absorb sugar that the plants produce through photosynthesis.

What's so bad about planting trees? 
From 2000 to 2005, the rate of forestland depletion slowed from 8.9 to 7.3 million hectares per year. 
This net increase in forestland occurred as deforestation continued to accelerate but was outpaced by 
“afforestation,” the conversion of land to trees. While afforestation seems to demonstrate a positive 
ecological trend, research indicated significant consequences for soils.
