I ARRIVAL/DEPARTUREAND TRANSPORTATION 

 
1. APFW participants traveling to Beijing by air will normally arrive at and 

depart from the Beijing Capital International Airport. There will be no 
APFW information desk set up at the airport. 
 

2. No airport pick-up services will be provided due to the large scale of APFW 
participation; however, clear signs in the airport will be efficient and 
facilitative to access to public transportation, including shuttle 
bus/taxi/subway. 
 

3. Transportation cost 
- Taxi fare (from the airport to China National Convention Center (CNCC)/ 

CNCC Grand Hotel) is about CNY120, toll fee included (approx USD18). 
- Shuttle bus (from the air port to downtown) is CNY16 (approx USD2.5). 
- Subway express fare (from the air port to downtown) is about CNY25 

(approx USD4). 
- Normal subway ticket will cost CYN 2.  

Please note foreign currencies will not be accepted when buying tickets or 
paying for taxi.
