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Introduction and Overview 
 
The purpose of this document is to provide development workers, researchers, decision-
makers, development makers, policymakers and other interested parties with information 
on available literature, mostly unpublished, that deals with issues of gender, local 
knowledge and biodiversity. 
 
This bibliography has been developed for FAO by Cliff S. Dlamini, of the Ministry of 
Agriculture, Swaziland; in collaboration with the LinKS Project in Swaziland.

Conclusions and recommendations 
 
Most of the institutions dealing with gender, biodiversity and local knowledge systems 
for food security in Swaziland, especially Government departments, Private companies 
and NGO’s, do not produce scientific publications about their work but confine their 
work in annual reports, monthly reports and quarterly reports. However, the University 
departments do write publications of their work in journals.  There is a very big void  
on research that documents local/indigenous knowledge systems.  There are a limited 
number of reports on biodiversity in general, but these are not linked to the issues of local 
knowledge, gender or food security.  In the few reports that are available the issues of 
gender, biodiversity local knowledge and food security are dealt with in isolation.  There 
is no research that has attempted  to show linkages between the LinKS issues and food 
security.  There is an urgent need, therefore, for the facilitation of institutions to base 
their research and development work on the local knowledge systems.  This would have 
to be accompanied by the necessary capacity building within these institutions.
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
