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Ecofinders Kenya: Eco-education with income 
A small scale project that’s thinking big – funding free school places through green business education
Although TeachAManToFish has shown that schools really can cover all their costs from profitable education-oriented school businesses, many schools find they have to start on a much smaller scale.

Small doesn’t have to mean un-ambitious though. Ecofinders Youth Movement have big plans for their project at the Luanda Dudi Secondary School in Western Kenya., which aims to benefit not only the school’s 370 students, but also the broader community.
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To achieve this Ecofinders are establishing a school garden for vegetable crops, a poultry keeping unit, and a tree nursery all within their $5,000 project. What’s more they’re creating a ‘green kiosk’ to sell the school’s products, so that their profits not only keep the project growing year after year, but can sponsor free school places for the poorest students.

These school businesses not only represent a great way to teach students about entrepreneurship and sustainable agriculture, but provide a backdrop for broader environmental education. 

Eco-education that pays for itself – it’s something every school could make a small start on!
