Institute for Future Global Leaders General Information

The Institute for Future Global Leaders (IFGL) as the Youth Focal Point Organization:

Based in Trinidad, this youth institute facilitates the sustainable development of youth in their communities by their building capacity to assume their role as global leaders in their communities.  IFGL maintains close communication (on a daily basis) with the Children and Youth Major Group via various networks such as: the newly formed youth network called the Trinidad and Tobago Sustainable Development Network (TTSD-Net) and the Southern NGO Youth Forum.  The TTSD-Net provides a forum for young people to pool their expertise and resource to achieving sustainability in their communities. It also serves as a think tank. IFGL also helps coordinate for the Southern NGO Youth Forum. This network was a forum at the Southern NGO Summit in Algeria. Currently, this Forum is in the process of documenting all the consultations and best practices being carried out by the youth of the south in preparation for Johannesburg.  The Southern NGO Youth Forum has regional representation in Central America, South America, the Caribbean, the Africa and the Asias.

Currently IFGL is implementing two projects (HIV/AIDS & Environment Conservation) in partnership with two other youth organizations, the Government of Trindad and UNDP. With the workplan of these two projects are realistic and specific means of verifying the outcomes of these projects. A committee comprising UNDP, the Government and IFGL will review and evaluate the outcomes based on set criteria supplied by UNDP.

Participation and Evaluation:

Partnerships with other groups usually are outcomes of some sort of consultative or research process. Once the issue(s) has been identified and the appropriate partners identified a collaborative mechanism is established so that partnership can effectively take place.

IFGL’s collaborative work with other organizations, in this case with networks such as TTSD-Net, is reviewed and evaluated through monthly reports and meetings.  It is here that other members can make input into projects and suggest a way forward.
