
Care for your herd!
Proper care of your herd will improve their health and welfare and keep animal products safe for consumption. 
You can ensure proper care by providing good feed and access to pasture, maintaining a schedule for pest and 

disease control, and adopting practices that protect the herd from infected herds.

Build strong kraals of 
suitable height to stop 
your animals escaping. 
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Prevent entry of sick 
animals into your herd.
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Restrict visitors 
to your herd. 
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Burn or deep bury 
dead animals as soon 
as possible to avoid 
attracting scavengers 
and minimize disease 
spread. 
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Ensure your animals 
have access to clean 
feed and water.
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Minimize contact with 
urine, manure, blood 
and birth fluids. Change 
your clothes after visiting 
livestock markets.
