The STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF AGRICULTURAL AND RURAL STATISTICS OF SENEGAL 2015-2019 

identified as a strategic objective the promotion of dissemination and improvement of user access to 

statistical data.

At the time, access to agricultural information constituted a major challenge and was marked by

• Delay in the dissemination of statistical products

• Access to the general public limited or non-existent

• Non-communication of metadata

• Lack of release calendar for statistical publications

• Lack of data exchange and sharing system

Since then, DAPSA has embarked on a program to improve and modernize its dissemination program.
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Since 2018, with the support of the AGRISurvey program, DAPSA invested in strengthening and

modernizing the dissemination program of the Annual Agricultural Survey (EAA) with the overall

objective of improving data accessibility through:

✓ The promotion of “Open data” standards for the dissemination of aggregated data and thematic indicators

✓ Documentation and dissemination of anonymized microdata files.

✓ The creation of a synthetic page on the DAPSA website to redirect users to available resources

The driving force: Ensuring that information is made available to users to enable research, monitoring

and evaluation of national programs, to facilitate fact-based decision-making…

N.B. A component of the 50x2030 project (which is a continuation of AGRISurvey) concerns access and use of data.
