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Excellencies, Distinguished Delegates, Observers, Ladies and Gentlemen

Let me start by paying a special tribute to the government of the Russian Federation for hosting this
Seventh Session of the FAO Committee on Fisheries, Sub-Committee on Aquaculture. By hosting this
session, the Russian Federation shows its keen interest in contributing to the sustainable development
of aquaculture, not only in Europe, but also globally. Thank you, Russian Federation!

I am also delighted to welcome all the delegates representing FAO member countries, and the various
Inter-Governmental Organizations and Non Governmental Organizations present here today. Many of
you have traveled considerable distances to attend this meeting, held in the beautiful and historical city
of St. Petersburg. | am sure you will not only benefit from the meeting but also enjoy experiencing St.
Petersburg.

It has been 11 years since the COFI Sub-Committee on Aquaculture held its First Session in People
Republic of China. Since then, the Sub-Committee has grown in strength and has now become a
matured inter-governmental forum to discuss global aquaculture issues. Today, nearly 150 delegates
from over 50 countries are gathered here to discuss the future of global aquaculture. A commitment of
this nature is of utmost importance to all, if the world is to feed its ever growing population and
improve the nutrition and livelihoods of many communities, and if aquaculture is to play its full role in
achieving this.

Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

Needless to say, we need more fish in the future to feed the growing population of the world. The
current levels of exploitation of wild fish resources are at their maximum and in some cases even
above it. There is therefore little scope for an increase in capture fishery production to respond to the
increasing demands and needs for fish for the ever-growing population. Aquaculture will have to fill
this void.

Our estimates show that in 2013, global aquaculture production will exceed 70 million tonnes of fish,
contributing almost 50% of the fish consumed globally. Aquaculture has been the fastest growing food
production sector in the world, currently with a rate of growth of 6.5 percent a year. But the recent
trends reveal a gradual decline in the growth rate of the sector, perhaps ending up around 4.0 percent
by 2030. This is an alarming situation.

There is no doubt, that the increased population and expanding economies will exert a strong pressure
on the world’s aquatic ecosystems. Since people tend to consume more fish as their incomes grow, per
capita fish consumption in many countries is expected to increase. Our recent estimates indicate that
an additional supply of nearly 50 mt of fish will be required to feed the growing and increasingly
affluent world population by 2030. To meet this demand aquaculture would have to continue to grow
at least 5.6 percent annually.

Considering the current trend of declining rate of growth, we believe that an urgent concerted effort to
build a strong private-public-partnership is imperative to maintain the current rate of growth of
aquaculture over the coming years.
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Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

Although aquaculture has made laudable efforts to meet the growing demand for fish and seafood
products in a sustainable way, there are substantial challenges ahead of us in meeting the future
demand for aquatic food. As inland environmental capacity for aquaculture development, including
the availability of land and water is becoming scarce, more and more sea and ocean resources will
have to be utilised for aquaculture purposes. Coastal areas suitable, and available, for aquaculture
development are also limited and the expansion of aquaculture operations into the sea might require
adjustments in the way the sector is governed. Failure to govern the sector properly in accordance with
the Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries (CCRF) could threaten bio-security efforts, which, in
turn could hamper efforts to manage aquatic animal health, conserve aquatic biodiversity and produce
fish which is safe for all to eat.

Other serious obstacles for aquaculture expansion are likely to come from climate change and climatic
uncertainty. Both will need adaptation and mitigation strategies, which should include collection,
dissemination and exchange of information. There are other obstacles and challenges that we will face
during our earnest efforts to produce more fish to meet the future demand for aquatic food in the
world. Some of those challenges will be discussed and solutions hopefully found in this forum over
the coming days.

Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

The agenda of the Seventh Session of the Sub-Committee is heavy. Besides the regular reporting
items, we have an item attempting to increase awareness and importance on aquaculture for improving
global nutrition, a subject of considerable interest to all. We also have an item discussing the necessity
for better special planning for improving sustainability of the aquaculture sector. We brought the
subject of responsible culture-based fisheries for discussion, for the second time, as we believe this is
an important but nearly forgotten sector for enhancing future fish production.

Wednesday afternoon, the Special Event will discuss international cooperation in aquaculture
development, a subject which is paramount for boosting aquaculture growth globally.

On your request, following a robust consultative process, we developed an evaluation framework for
assessing conformity of public and private certification schemes with the FAO technical guidelines on
aquaculture certification. We seek your approval for the Framework and guidance and direction for the
way forward.

Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

I am sure you all know that FAO is currently going through a rigorous reform process, aiming at better
and efficient service to the Member countries, towards eradicating global hunger. We at HQ currently
working on a major initiative, what we call “The Blue Economy Initiative”, to enhance the
contribution of fisheries and aquaculture for eradicating global hunger. Within the Blue Economy
Initiative, we would establish a global partnership for advancing aquaculture, the Global Aquaculture
Advancement Partnership (GAAP).

The GAAP programme is expected to contribute to elimination of poverty, food insecurity and
malnutrition by supporting partnership-based projects resulting in sustainable increase in aquaculture
production. Under the agenda item on strategic framework for strengthening the role of the Sub-
Committee in advancing aquaculture, we seek your endorsement of the approach for developing the
GAAP.

In view of the outcomes from this comprehensive agenda, | consider this meeting as an important
milestone, which can significantly contribute to the FAO’s reform process, by directing and advising
us on the ways in which FAO and the Sub-Committee could more efficiently assist the Member
countries for sustainable development of aquaculture.
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Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

I will close my remarks by stressing the high importance of your work within the COFI Sub-
Committee on Aquaculture. Through your continuous dedication and guidance, this Sub-Committee
will continue to be the forum deliberating on aquaculture issues equally by both developed and
developing countries.
