3. The Joint Meeting welcomed the Director-General’s address,® as well as the informal
discussion.

Independent review of governance reforms*

4, The Joint Meeting appreciated this thought-provoking draft report and its quality and looked
forward to discussing the contents in-depth after the report is finalized in December 2014 after the
150" session of the Council.

5. The Joint Meeting appreciated the fact that reforms at FAO had led to more dynamic
governing bodies, and welcomed the greater degree of trust among Members, and between the
membership and the Secretariat. It provided guidance for the finalization of the report on a wide range
of issues, including:

a) clarify and articulate better the definitions, substance, practicability and potential benefits of
proposals, including on priority setting, ministerial segments, use of external expertise, format
of governing body reports, and status of regional conferences;

b) avoid proposals or recommendations which may undermine the trust dividend achieved so far;

facilitate Member States' discussions;

include comparison of the functioning of technical committees; and
use language in line with the Basic Texts on FAO's international functions.

The Joint Meeting also requested a brief outline for the 150" session of the Council on overall
ng body architecture of FAO.

The Joint Meeting warmly welcomed this update and commended the Secretariat for the

impressive work undertaken in a short space of time. The Joint Meeting:

differentiated information on the different groupings of partners at global, regional and
national levels.
