2013, voluntary contributions received through innovative funding
(such as multidonor trust funds, unilateral trust funds and FAO
Multipartner Funding Mechanism (FMM) which of total resources
utilized in 2013 accounted for 35 percent of the total, while in 2014, as
of end August, this figure had already reached 38 percent of funding
received. FAO is refocusing its efforts to mobilize resources,
including through South-South Cooperation (SSC) partnerships, to
achieve results under the Strategic Framework through 11 corporate
areas for resource mobilization, 15 Regional Initiatives and Country
Programme Frameworks agreed with governments at country level.
Standard agreements for a range of funding modalities have been
developed and resource partners are encouraged to provide less
earmarked resources.

An organization-wide delivery team for the implementation of social
projection work has been established to coordinate the work oriented
at achieving Outcome 3 “Social Protection” of Strategic Objective 3
SO3 “Reducing Rural Poverty”, and comprises staff and expertise
from 12 divisions across all technical departments and four regional
offices The team has developed a common programmatic and policy
approach to social protection for food security, agricultural and rural
development to serve as a guide to FAO’s country support on social
protection. Furthermore, various steps have been taken to strengthen
FAO staff capacity in social protection in relation to FAO’s mandated
areas and include face-to-face training and an e-learning programme.

FAO-supported country and regional social protection programmes
have been launched in three French-speaking Western Africa
countries. FAQO’s “From Protection to Production (PtoP) Programme”
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has been strengthened and coverage has been extended to several new
countries, mostly in Africa. Furthermore, social protection activities
are prominent in six regional initiatives, a concrete multi-year
programme of collaborative work has been agreed with ILO and a
similar agreement is being finalized with WFP. The PtoP programme
has ongoing partnerships with UNICEF and the World Bank, and
FAO is also member of the Social Protection Inter-Agency
Cooperation Board (SPIAC-B).
