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ABSTRACT

The Second Session of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries and Aquaculture Commission
was held in Dushanbe, Tajikistan on 16-17 April 2013. The Session was attended by representatives of
four Members: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkey. The Session was also attended by observers
from the following States: Azerbaijan, Georgia, Turkmenistan and Ukraine. The Commission adopted the
scientific and technical advice and recommendations on the following issues which were submitted to the
Commission for its consideration by the Technical and Advisory Committee (TAC) (i) Environmental
impact assessment in aquaculture (EIA), (ii) Regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central
Asia (Appendix 7), (iii) Responsible introductions and transfers of fish in Central Asia and the Caucasus
and (iv) Improvement of collection, analysis, and dissemination of fisheries data and information. The
Commission agreed to consider the establishment of subsidiary bodies under TAC at a time when the
Commission has more members and more programmes in place. The Commission discussed its 5-year
Regional Work Programme (2011-2015) and endorsed 2013 work programme of the TAC. The CACFish
Secretariat briefed the key works and activities that were conducted during the intersessional period. The
Commission adopted its 2013 autonomous budget as USD180 000. Importance of the external financial
and technical contribution to the five-year Regional Work Programme of CACFish was underlined by the
Session.

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OPENING OF SESSION (AGENDA ITEM 1)

1. The Second Session of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries and Aquaculture
Commission (CACFish) was held in Dushanbe, Tajikistan between 16 and 17 April 2013. The meeting
was kindly hosted by the Government of Tajikistan. The following countries attended the Meeting as
members of the Commission: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkey. The session was also attended
by observers from the following States: Azerbaijan, Georgia, Turkmenistan and Ukraine. The list of
participants is provided in Appendix 1.

2. The session was opened by Mr Nihat Pakdil, the Chairperson of the Commission. He addressed the
key role of the Commission in the conservation, management and development of fisheries and
aquaculture resources referring to the objectives of the Commission. He underlined the importance of
enlargement of the Commission by having more members in terms of promotion of better management
practices in a wider competence area. He thanked the CACFish Secretariat for the work that it
successfully conducted in the virtual absence of CACFish Secretary. He extended his thanks to
Government of Tajikistan for hosting the Session. He expressed his appreciation that non-CACFish
Member States were also present at the Session. The opening remarks made by Mr Pakdil are provided in
Appendix 2.

3. His Excellency, Mr Sijouddin Israilov, Deputy Minister of Agriculture of the Republic of Tajikistan
made a welcoming statement in the name of the host country, Tajikistan. He expressed his pleasure to
host a regional activity of importance in his country. The Deputy Minister acknowledged the growing
technical cooperation and capacity building in management of fisheries and aquaculture in the Central
Asian and Caucasus region, pointing to the leading role taken by regional fisheries projects of FAO and
CACFish. Referring to the mandate and objectives of the Commission, he underlined the need to further
develop the collaborative working relationships with respective stakeholders of the region. Mr Israilov
also highlighted the key role of the Technical Advisory Committee of the Commission (TAC) in terms of
development of improved management and conservation frameworks by the Commission. The opening
remarks provided by Mr Israilov are given in the Appendix 3.

4. On behalf of Mr Arni Mathiesen, Assistant Director-General of the FAO Fisheries and Aquaculture
Department, Mr Matthew Camilleri, (FAO, Fishery Liaison Officer) addressed the participants and
thanked the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan for hosting this session (Appendix 4). Mr
Camilleri referred to the remarkable progress made by the Commission since its inaugural meeting which
should encourage more countries to accelerate their internal procedures to take up CACFish membership.
In addition, he underlined the importance of bringing into effect the autonomous budget without further
delay in order to allow the Commission to carry out its workplan efficiently and execute its mandate
effectively. Furthermore, he reaffirmed the commitment of the FAO Fisheries and Adquaculture
Department (FI) to support CACFish in its endeavours, through the Secretariat and the technical branches
of the Department. He also informed the meeting of the opportunity for CACFish to be included in the
FAO Global Aquaculture Advancement Programme (GAAP) which is currently being formulated.



ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA (AGENDA ITEM 2)

5. The Commission unanimously adopted the agenda in the form that had been circulated before the
Session, which appears in Appendix 5. The documents submitted to the Commission before the session
are listed in Appendix 6.

SECRETARIAT REPORT ON ADMINISTRATIVE, OPERATIONAL AND FINANCIAL
ISSUES (AGENDA ITEM 3)

6. Mr Haydar Fersoy, on behalf of CACFish Secretariat, made a presentation on the administrative,
operational and financial issues, referring to the document CACFish:11/2013/2. In his presentation, he
briefed the Session on the key works and activities that were conducted during the intersessional period.
He explained the reasons behind the postponement of organization of the second session of Commission
to 2013 by addressing the main challenges. The Commission was informed that the First Session of the
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) was the only activity that was held in accordance with the
scheduled work programme which was approved by the Inaugural Session (2011). It was however
underlined that the establishment and subsequent functioning of TAC, which was convened for the first
time in November 2012 with a dense agenda, was a milestone considering the fact that regional fisheries
management organizations generally require considerable amount of time, resource mobilization and
coordination for having such essential subsidiary bodies shortly following their establishment.

7. The session was informed that no new Member had joined the Commission during the intersessional
period. It was noted that four Countries had adhered to the Agreement, namely Armenia, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan and Turkey.

8. The Commission welcomed the ratification of the CACFish Agreement by the Republic of
Azerbaijan, which is expected to be granted membership status by March 2014.

9. MrFersoy stressed that, pursuant to the respective decision of the Commission at its Inaugural
Session, the Secretariat circulated official letters to non-CACFish Member States, which partly or fully
joined the establishment process of the Commission through intergovernmental meetings, to consider
becoming a member of the Commission.

10. An emerging need for the activation of the 5-year work plan of the Commission (RWP) was brought
by the Secretariat to the attention of Commission. It was underlined that, as stated in the
CACFish:11/2013/5 document, the RWP, which includes many components and foresees activities, it
heavily relies on external budgetary resources. It was also added that it is almost impossible to deliver the
specified outputs and activities of the RWP within the limited autonomous budget of Commission, other
than the annual regular sessions of Commission and TAC activities.

11. The Committee was informed that during the intersessional period the Commission had no
permanent professional personnel. Following the appointment of Mr Raymon van Anrooy, CACFish
Secretary, to another subregional office of FAO in 2011, the responsibility and duties of the Secretary
were provisionally undertaken by Mr Haydar Fersoy. Similarly, Ms Kiyal Guzel worked part-time for the
Secretariat as administrative assistant. The Secretariat stressed that temporarily recruited Secretariat
personnel worked without any cost to the Commission. The Secretariat however pointed out the necessity
for the recruitment of an administrative assistant in 2013 under the budget of Commission.



12. The Secretariat informed the Commission that in 2012 the Commission had not received any
membership contribution despite the call made by the Secretariat through official letters. It was also
added that likewise no voluntary financial contribution was received from any non-member State to
which calls for contributions were made. The Commission was further informed that few countries had
encountered legal barriers in making such contributions to an international organization to which the
respective State is not a party.

13. Finally, Mr Fersoy informed the participants on the current status of extra-budgetary funds. He stated
that the expenditures of the First Session of the TAC and the Second Session of the Commission were
covered by the voluntary contribution that was kindly provided in 2012 by the Turkish Government. The
Commission acknowledged and appreciated the voluntary contribution of Turkey.

14. Representatives of Observer States assured the Commission that internal discussions were being
conducted to consider taking up membership and in some cases procedures had been initiated in this
regard.

SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL ADVICE GENERATED BY TAC (AGENDA ITEM 4)

15. Mr Haydar Fersoy, summarized, on the basis of the document CACFish:11/2013/3, the scientific and
technical advice that was produced by the TAC at its first session, the only activity of the Committee that
was carried out during the intersessional period. He explained that TAC produced advice and
recommendations on the following issues which were submitted to the Commission for its consideration,
as appropriate: (i) Environmental impact assessment in aquaculture (EIA), (ii) Regional principles for
responsible aquaculture in Central Asia (Appendix 7), (iii) Responsible introductions and transfers of fish
in Central Asia and the Caucasus and (iv) Improvement of collection, analysis, and dissemination of
fisheries data and information.

16. The above-mentioned advice and recommendations of TAC received a unanimous acceptance by the
Commission which praised the quality of the results produced by the TAC which address well the priority
and needs of the Central Asian and Caucasus region. The Commission also underlined the importance of
the gradual implementation of the technical and scientific advice of TAC in CACFish competence area.

17. The Commission urged its members and observers to give high priority to the implementation of the
above-mentioned principles, advice and recommendations.

18. The Commission noted that in the promotion of better management practices for responsible
aquaculture, special consideration should be given to local conditions and the production systems that
might vary considerably in the CACFish region.

19. With regard to fisheries data and information, an emerging need for improvement of institutional
capacity for data collection, analysis and dissemination was noted.

20. The Commission approved the following priority areas that were identified by TAC for its medium
term work: (i) intensive aquaculture techniques and methodologies, (ii) fish health management,
(iii) fishing gear and technologies, (iv) small-scale fisheries and aquaculture, (v) fish passages and fish
protection devices (vi) fish breeding and broodstock management, (vii) technical advice on regulations
governing fisheries and aquaculture, (viii) environmental security and (ix) trade-related measures.



21. The Commission went along with the decision of the TAC that the establishment of subsidiary
bodies (i.e. Sub-Committee, Working Group, Expert Group, etc.) under TAC should be taken into
consideration at a time when the Commission has more members and more programmes in place.

WORK PROGRAMME 2013 (AGENDA ITEM 5)

22. Referring to the document CACFish:11/2013/2, the Secretariat presented the draft work programme
of TAC as proposed by the Committee at its first session.

23. In principle, the Commission supported the activities proposed by TAC. However, technical and
organizational difficulties were identified in having a regional expert consultation on fish breeding and
broodstock in June 2013.

24. The Commission made amendments to the proposed work programme of TAC and endorsed the
work programme as follows:

Second Session of TAC Armenia February 2014

25. The Commission did not specify any preferred work programme items under the Five-Year Regional
Work Programme (2011-2015) and its execution largely depended on the availability of autonomous
budget funds. Nevertheless, the regional work programme was seen as an essential operational instrument
of CACFish in terms of regional improvements in inland fisheries and aquaculture.

26. The Commission underlined that the execution of the RWP depended on extra-budgetary resources
as agreed by the Commission at its Inaugural Session. It was stressed that full activation of the RWP
would help drive further improvements in the areas of fisheries and aquaculture for the benefit of the
Central Asian and Caucasus region. In this context, it was pointed out that the Central Asia Regional
Programme for Fisheries and Aquaculture Development (FishDev—Central Asia) produced many outputs
for the benefit of the RWP.

27. The CACFish Secretariat, which is responsible for the running and coordination of the RWP,
underlined that while some of the expected outcomes of the RWP could be achieved with the technical
and financial support from the existing cooperation mechanisms, particularly regional FAO fisheries
projects, there is an unavoidable need to explore the availability of external funds to activate the RWP in
order to achieve the objectives of the programme. It was highlighted that in the absence of sufficient
human and financial resources, the Commission would not be able to run the RWP. It was underlined that
Commission is increasingly being acknowledged as an umbrella organization under which regional
cooperation in the areas and fisheries would be more triggered, and hence should attract interest from
donors to fund the RWP.



28. Appreciation was also expressed for the possible cooperation mechanisms between FAO regional
projects and programmes and the RWP.

29. In this context, the session emphasized the importance of allocation of a sufficient budget for the
RWP, active functioning of the TAC, collection and use of fisheries information and data, and
development of an annual work programme for RWP.

30. Azerbaijan suggested the development of a second phase of the FishDev Central Asia Programme
with a view to supporting the objectives of the RWP.

31. Turkey stated that a great deal of effort was devoted to drafting of the RWP, which has been
designed based on the regional requirements. Despite the budgetary limitations, the RWP should be a
priority action area to which Members and non-member CACFish States would individually contribute.
In this context, Turkey suggested that through external budgetary resources the RWP would be
operational. Updating of the RWP or extension of implementation of the programme to a wider time scale
was also offered as other alternatives.

32. The Commission agreed to explore ways of securing external financial resources for the full
implementation of the RWP, which was found to be an effective regional instrument in the development
of an overall capacity building programme for improved fisheries and aquaculture in the CACFish
competence area.

33. Pointing out the difficulties in allocation of a separate budget line for the RWP the delegate of
Kyrgyzstan suggested exploring the possibility of having savings under the autonomous budget allocated
to operational or programmed activities.

CACFish AUTONOMOUS 2013 BUDGET AND MEMBER CONTRIBUTIONS (AGENDA
ITEM 6)

34. The Chairperson introduced the Commission’s proposed budget and Member contributions for 2013
on the basis of document CACFish:11/2013/4.

35. The Secretariat stressed that the proposed budget, i.e. USD180 000 was formerly considered by
Commission as a minimum level which was expected to be applied for a short transitional period that
would end when the Commission have a moderate number of members.

36. The Member contributions were endorsed unanimously. Delegations of Members informed that their
internal procedures were in train to effect the transfer of their contributions for 2012 and 2013. They
added that, in order to facilitate and hasten the process, a letter should be sent from the Secretariat to their
respective Ministries of foreign affairs requesting the contributions due.

37. The delegate from Azerbaijan stated that his government would be in a position to disburse its
contribution when Azerbaijan’s membership comes into force.

38. All delegations expressed their general consent for the 2013 budget. However, a discussion followed
on the feasibility of holding all three of the proposed intersessional meetings by TAC, given the
possibility of autonomous budget funds not being available in time to organize the events. The



Commission agreed that while all meetings should be retained in its workplan, it would be advisable to
postpone one of the two workshops to TAC’s next programme of work.

39. Delegations underlined the importance of the continued support from the FishDev project in
undertaking CACFish activities particularly those related to the five-year rogramme.

40. The agreed budget totaling USD180 000 and the Member contributions for 2013 are included in
Appendix 8.

41. The Commission underlined the importance of the timely deposit of membership contributions in
terms of the delivery of the scheduled activities of the Commission.

42. In relation to 2013 budget, it was indicated that Observer States could make voluntary financial
contribution to the CACFish budget, which would facilitate the delivery of the work programme of the
Commission in an effective manner.

43. The delegate of Turkey explained that Turkey provided varying types of financial support to region
in support of development of fisheries and aquaculture in the CACFish competence area. It was also
stated that although CACFish is a new regional fisheries management organization, many expectations
are tied to it. Being aware of the challenges faced by the Commission, as a donor State, Turkey will do its
best to continue to support the Commission.

44, Regarding the arrears for 2012, the Member States explained the current status. The delegate of
Armenia informed the Commission that the required follow-up actions will be taken by Armenia for the
deposit of the 2012 arrears.

45. Similarly the delegate of Tajikistan confirmed that required remedial actions would be taken for its
2012 outstanding membership contribution.

46. The delegate of Turkey informed the Commission that Turkey was not able to deposit its outstanding
2012 membership contribution because of a national budgetary regulation which impeded the transfer of
this contribution. It was added that this matter is expected to be normalized for the 2013 membership
contribution, however the 2012 arrears would have to be settled in a manner acceptable to the
Commission. In this regard, Turkey suggested that the 2012 arrears be deposited as a voluntary
contribution and not in the form of a membership contribution. The Commission agreed that this
arrangement could be exceptionally permissible, as Turkey has no other alternative solution.

ENDORSEMENT OF ELECTED VICE-CHAIRPERSONS OF TAC (AGENDA ITEM 7)

47. The Commission endorsed the election of the First Vice-chairperson, Mr Tigran Aleksanyan
(Armenia) by TAC. However, the Commission postponed the nomination of the second vice-chairperson,
in order to extend the opportunity to experts from other countries which may become CACFish Members
during the forthcoming intersessional period.



ANY OTHER MATTERS (AGENDA ITEM 8)

48. Delegations praised the excellent support being delivered by FAO/SEC to the Commission, however
it expressed its concern on the delay of the recruitment of the new Secretary of the Commission and the
administrative secretary.

49. Mr Fersoy informed the Session that the procedures of the recruitment of a FAO/SEC Fisheries and
Aquaculture Officer, who would also be appointed as CACFish Secretary, were underway and the post
would be likely filled by the second half of 2013. He added that the vacancy announcement for the
administrative secretary will be published shortly.

50. The Commission welcomed the information provided and recommended that in selecting the
administrative secretary, working knowledge of Russian should be considered as a highly desirable skill.

51. Delegations recognized the benefits of compiling and maintaining a list of technical meetings and
initiatives in the region, which should be disseminated among all concerned countries in order to promote
wider geographical participation.

DATE AND PLACE OF THE NEXT SESSION (AGENDA ITEM 9)

52. The Representative of Azerbaijan offered to host the Third Session of CACFish, in 2014, subject to
final official confirmation and coming into force of Azerbaijan’s membership. The exact date and venue
of the next session will be communicated at a later stage.

ADOPTION OF THE REPORT (AGENDA ITEM 10)

53. The report was adopted on 17 April 2013.

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APPENDIX 7

The regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central Asia

1. Aquaculture farm siting
- Conduct, when appropriate, an environmental site assessment as part of an environmental impact
assessment (EIA) process or project application process.

- Avoid sites that are access routes or part of access routes for fishing grounds or that obstruct other
resource users.

- Retain buffer zones and habitat corridors between farms and between important habitats and other
users.

— Do not use buffer zones to site aquaculture farms.
- Avoid productive agricultural land to site aquaculture farms.
- Develop criteria for site selection and for assessment of carrying capacity.

- Take into consideration the local environmental conditions and estimated carrying capacity of
aquaculture in the area.

- Avoid sites that are reaching or have already reached their carrying capacity for aquaculture.

- Locate aquaculture farms in locations with suitable soil quality and with access to a water source
with suitable water quality.

- Select sites that decrease the possibility of disease outbreaks.
- Obey national and local legislation and planning requirements of natural resource use such as land
and water.
2. Aquaculture farm design
- Design and construct aquaculture farms and other facilities without obstructing natural waterways
and flood retention and/or detention areas, and without adversely affecting the local hydrology.

- Design and construct aquaculture farms using appropriate engineering techniques to minimize soil
erosion and salination of the surrounding environment.

- Maintain sufficient buffer zones between farms, and the farm and water sources, roads railways
and ecologically sensitive habitats.

- Locate inlets and outlets of an individual farm and those of and between adjacent farms at a
suitable distance to prevent self-pollution.

- Conserve local biodiversity and compensate any loss of important habitat by re-establishing same.

- Design production units and systems in such a way to ensure that the sites allow optimal culture of
the target fish species.

- Design production culture systems to minimize possible adverse environmental impacts.
- Design the production systems to use water resources economically and responsibly.

- Design the farm in such a way to protect the cultured fish from predation.
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- Design production systems to prevent escape of fish from the culture units, which may negatively
affect natural fish stocks and habitats.

3. Water use
- Do not use groundwater without calculating the allowable extraction amount and do not use
excessively or exceed groundwater resources.
- Obey national and local laws and regulations on water use and effluent discharge.

- Ensure discharge water meets agreed water quality standards.

- Actively manage aquaculture effluent to prevent or minimize environmental impacts to receiving
waters.

- Minimize/optimize use of water through re-use or recirculating aquaculture systems, where
possible.

- Utilize waste management technologies applicable to the culture systems.
- Do not discharge aquaculture effluents into sensitive ecological habitats.

- Maintain and improve the pond environment with optimal water quality.
4. Feed management
- Use high-quality feed that meets the nutritional requirements of the fish species being cultured,

ideally from local sources.

- Store feed in a proper manner and under proper conditions to prevent contamination and excessive
wastage.

- Practise efficient and effective feed practices to optimize growth and minimize feed waste.

-~ Observe the feeding responses of the cultured fish and adapt the feeding regime accordingly to
optimize performance.

- Take measures to avoid use of fish as feed in cases where the fish is direct food resource of poor
and vulnerable groups.
5. Health management
- Adopt disease risk reduction and prevention strategies to prevent and minimize transmission of
diseases within the farm and between farms.
- Implement good animal hushandry and management practices for fish health and welfare.
- Use veterinary drugs responsibly with advice from fish health professionals.

- Avoid where possible or minimize use of antibiotics and medicated feeds, and only use on the
advice of qualified veterinary professionals.

- Follow proper transportation, quarantine and acclimation practices.

- Minimize stress on fish by avoiding sudden environmental changes and maintaining good
handling practices.

- Routinely observe behaviour of fish for signs of disease and stress.
- Maintain and update fish health records.
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6. Broodstock and fish seed supply

- Select, as far as possible, local and indigenous species for aquaculture.

- Maintain and use domesticated quality broodstock and captive breeding techniques to produce and
supply fish seeds.

- Adopt on-farm quarantine and biosecurity measures to prevent or reduce the risk of disease
introductions.

- Adopt quality assurance measures for fish seed supply.
- Develop technology that allows broodstock development from domesticated stocks.

- If moving broodstock and fish seed across boundaries within or between countries, comply with
national, regional and international criteria on transboundary movement of aquatic animals.

— Use certified disease-free fish seed.
7. Food safety

— Do not use banned antibiotics, drugs and chemicals or hormones as growth promoters.
- Only use authorized antibiotics when prescribed by a veterinarian/fish health specialist.
- If needed, use vaccines and anaesthetics according to manufacturer’s instructions.

- Prevent contamination with human waste and untreated animal manure.

- Apply quality control measures (including staff training) to produce safe, high-quality aquaculture
products.

- Establish product traceability by keeping and maintaining proper record-keeping of data and
information.

- Ensure good sanitary conditions for harvest, handling and transport of aquaculture produce.
-~ Encourage production, harvesting and marketing of high-quality fish and fish products that
comply with the respective internationally recognized standards.
8. Saocial responsibility
- Farms should comply with local and national laws and seek legal rights to use the land and water
resources.

- Farms should comply with local and national labour laws to ensure adequate worker health and
safety and provide appropriate facilities and financial compensation.

— Train employees adequately on safety, farm operations and first aid and equip them with
necessary protective equipment.

- Make arrangements to seek prompt medical attention, when required.

- Avoid conflicts and maintain good relations with the community to ensure mutual benefits accrue
to both the farm and the community.

The Second Session of the Central Asian and Caucasus Regional Fisheries and Aquaculture
Commission was held in Dushanbe, Tajikistan on 16-17 April 2013. The Session was attended
by representatives of four Members: Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkey.

The Session was also attended by observers from the following States: Azerbaijan, Georgia,
Turkmenistan and Ukraine. The Commission adopted the scientific and technical advice and
recommendations on the following issues which were submitted to the Commission for its
consideration by the Technical and Advisory Committee (TAC) (i) Environmental impact
assessment in aquaculture (EIA), (ii) Regional principles for responsible aquaculture in Central
Asia (Appendix 7), (iii) Responsible introductions and transfers of fish in Central Asia and the
Caucasus and (iv) Improvement of collection, analysis, and dissemination of fisheries data and
information. The Commission agreed to consider the establishment of subsidiary bodies under
TAC at a time when the Commission has more members and more programmes in place. The
Commission discussed its 5-year Regional Work Programme (2011-2015) and endorsed 2013
work programme of the TAC. The CACFish Secretariat briefed the key works and activities that
were conducted during the intersessional period. The Commission adopted its 2013
autonomous budget as USD180 000. Importance of the external financial and technical
contribution to the five-year Regional Work Programme of CACFish
was underlined by the Session.
