Issues:  

1.0 The Committee is invited to consider the proposed amendments to the draft guidance in Annex I of 
CX/FL 21/46/5 Add.1 with the intent to progress it to Step 8 for final adoption by CAC44. 

Position: Ghana supports the request to advance the revised draft guidance to step 8 for final adoption by 
CAC44.  

2.0 To decide whether the final document should be adopted as a Standard or a Guideline keeping in 
view the clarification provided by the Codex Secretariat at CCFL45. 

 

Position: Ghana support the adoption of the final document as a Standard. 

 

Rationale: The clarification from the Codex Secretariat indicates that naming will have no consequential 
effect on significance and application.  Also, the document as presented is structured as a standard. This will 
keep it aligned with the General Standard for Labelling of Prepackaged Foods (GSLPF) with which it has 
many commonalities.
