Propuesta de modificacién de los Principios para elucidar el ambito de aplicacion del parrafo 24

Al revisar el tema de la doble representacion?, se ha sefialado a la atencién de la Secretaria del Codex que la
inclusion de la clausula de doble representacion (parrafo 24) en el epigrafe “Organizaciones internacionales
no gubernamentales que no mantienen relaciones consultivas u oficiales con la FAO ni con la OMS” podria
sugerir que dicha clausula no se aplica al parrafo 18 de los Principios por los que se rigen las organizaciones
internacionales no gubernamentales que mantienen relaciones consultivas u oficiales con la FAO o la OMS.

Por lo tanto, se propone modificar los Principios para introducir un epigrafe independiente titulado “Relaciones
entre organizaciones internacionales no gubernamentales con condicién de Observador en el Codex”
inmediatamente antes del parrafo 24 (véase el Anexo Il). De esta manera, quedaria claro que la clausula de
doble representacion se aplica a todas las organizaciones internacionales no gubernamentales que poseen la
condicion de observador en el Codex.

Procedimiento para obtener la condicién de observador

Organizaciones internacionales no gubernamentales que mantienen relaciones consultivas u oficiales
con la FAO o la OMS

18. La condicion de observador se concedera a las OING que mantienen relaciones consultivas, relaciones
consultivas especiales o de enlace con la FAO, o a las OING que mantienen relaciones oficiales con la OMS,
gue comuniquen al Secretario de la Comision su deseo de participar regularmente en los trabajos de la
Comisién o de uno o varios de sus érganos auxiliares. Podran asimismo pedir que se les invite a participar en
reuniones especificas de la Comision o de sus 6rganos auxiliares o con caracter puntual.

Organizaciones internacionales no gubernamentales que no mantienen relaciones consultivas u
oficiales con la FAO ni con la OMS

19. Antes de establecer cualquier tipo de relaciéon formal con una organizacién no gubernamental, dicha
organizacion debera facilitar al Secretario de la Comisién la informacion que se indica en el anexo a estos
Procedimientos.

20. El Secretario de la Comision verificara si la informacién suministrada por la organizacién estd completa y
efectuard una evaluacion inicial para averiguar si la organizacién cumple con los requisitos consignados en el
péarrafo 16 de los presentes principios. En caso de duda, el Secretario consultara a los Directores Generales
de la FAO y de la OMS vy podrd, si procede, tratar de conseguir mas informacién y elucidaciones de la
organizacion.

21. Una vez ultimadas satisfactoriamente la verificacion y la evaluacién mencionadas en el parrafo anterior,
el Secretario de la Comisién presentara al Comité Ejecutivo la candidatura de la organizacion y toda la
informacion pertinente recibida de esta para que dicho 6rgano emita su dictamen, de conformidad con lo
dispuesto en el articulo 1X.6 del Reglamento de la Comision.

22. El Secretario de la Comision remitird a los Directores Generales el expediente de candidatura de la
organizacion solicitante, junto con toda la informacién pertinente recibida de esta y el dictamen del Comité
Ejecutivo, para que estos decidan si se le debe conceder la condicién de observador. Si se desestima una
candidatura, no se volvera a examinar por regla general ninguna nueva solicitud hasta que hayan transcurrido
dos afios desde el momento en que los Directores Generales adoptaron la decision relativa a la solicitud
primigenia.

23. El Secretario de la Comisién informara a cada organizacion sobre la decision que adopten los Directores
Generales con respecto a su candidatura y, en caso de que esta fuese desestimada, presentara una
explicacion de la decision por escrito.

Relaciones entre organizaciones internacionales no qubernamentales con condicién de observador
en el Codex (adicién)

24. Por lo general, no se concedera la condicion de observador en reuniones especificas a organizaciones
gue sean miembros de una organizacion mas amplia ya autorizada que se propone representarlos en dichas
reuniones.
