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REPORT OF THE SECOND MEETING OF THE COORDINATING COMMITTEE 

FOR EUROPE 

Rome, 20 October 1965 

The meeting was opened by Prof. O. 1-g1 (Switzerland) and attended 
by delegates and observers from the following Members of the European 
region: Austria, Belgium, Czechoslovakia, Denmark, France:, Germany (Federal 

Republic), Israel, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, ,Norway, Poland, Portugal, 
Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, United Kingdom, U.S.S.R., Yugoslavia.

The Chairman, after adoption of the Provisional Agenda of the meeting, 
reviewed the report of the first meeting (Berne, 1-2— July 1965, document

been proposed by the Committee as the new Coordinator for Europe. 

The internal or anization of the Coordinating Committee.—  The intern-

al organization of the Coordinating Committee would be taken up at the 

next meeting in the light of consultations of the new Coordinator with the 
Chairmen of Codex Committees and Codex Contact Points in the region. 

Progress retort by the Coordinator.— The Chairman referred to the 
meetings of the Codex Committee on Methods of Analysis(Berlin, 23-24 September 

1965 and of the Codex Committee on General Principles (Paris, 4-8 October 

1965 ) and stressed the importance of tie  decisions of these Committees for 

the activities of the Coordinating Committee for Europe. 	The Generale 

Principles of the Codex Alimentarius confirmed the possibility of elaborat-

ing standards on a regiónal or group—of—country basis in which the Coordi-
nating Committee would play an important role. With regard to Methods of 
Analysis the necessity of close cooperation between the Committee on Methods 
of Analysis and other international bodies working on sampling was confirmed 
at the Berlin meeting and this would also have to be considered by the Codex 
Alimentarius Commission.
