i. Adoption: methods of analysis and performance criteria for methods of analysis for provisions in Codex 
standards, REP24/MAS, paragraph 20(i), 23(i) and 26(i), Appendix II, Part 1. 

Annex on nitrogen to protein conversion factors  

i. Adoption: List of nitrogen to protein conversion factors as an annex to CXS 234, REP24/MAS, para 76(i), 
Appendix II, Part 3. 

3. The above documents are uploaded to the Codex Online Commenting System (OCS)2 per the guidance in 
paragraphs 7-11. 

4. Comments should address whether the methods of analysis, performance criteria and annex on NCF are ready 
for adoption. If not, provide the rationale and proposals to facilitate adoption. 

5. Comments should be provided in compliance with the Procedure for the Elaboration of Codex Standards and 
Related Texts (Part 3—Uniform Procedure for the Elaboration of Codex Standards and Related Texts), Procedural 
Manual of the Codex Alimentarius Commission.3 

6. Codex Members and Observers are encouraged to submit comments in reply to this CL4 to facilitate decision-
making at CAC47.

7. Comments should be submitted through the Codex Contact Points of Codex Members and Observers using the 
OCS.
