REQUEST FOR COMMENTS
2. Codex members and observers are invited to provide comments on the priority list of contaminants for evaluation or

re-evaluation by the Joint FAO/WHO Expert Committee on Food Additives (JECFA) by completing the template attached
to the Annex of this circular letter3.

3. This Circular Letter should be considered together with the following CLs:

e (CL2021/87-CF on the approach/methodology for the review of contaminant/staple food combinations
for future work of CCCF (Forward work-plan for CCCF),

e (CL2021/89-CF on the follow-up to the outcomes of JECFA evaluations and FAO/WHO expert meetings
and

e CL2021/90-CF on the review of Codex standards and related texts for contaminants, with regard to
proposals for the review of maximum levels that may need re-evaluation by JECFA .

Coordinated comments on the above list of CLs will assist CCCF to better assess its future work vis-a-vis ongoing work
and to more strategically address new work on Codex standards and related texts for contaminants in food and feed.

4, Comments submitted in reply to this CL will be considered by the Working Group on Priorities which will meet virtually
prior to CCCF15 (2022) to prepare recommendations for the revision of the priority list for consideration by CCCF15.

NOMINATION OF CONTAMINANTS FOR EVALUATION OR RE-EVALUATION BY JECFA

The diversity of national legislations and any apparent impediments to international trade;

Work already undertaken by other international organisations;

The prospect of completing the work in a reasonable period of time;

The impact on international trade (i.e. magnitude of the problem in international trade);

Compliance with the Codex Alimentarius Commission’s Strategic Plan® and its relevant plans of work;

The quality, quantity, adequacy, and availability of data pertinent to performing a risk assessment, including data from
developing countries;

Compliance with CCCF’s Terms of Reference?;
Compliance with JECFA’s Terms of Reference?; and

Additional data/information to complement what is provided in this template: Note that this point does not replace the
submission of the template through the OCS.
