SPECIFIC COMMENTS
SECTION 2 SCOPE, USAGE AND DEFINITIONS
2.1 Scope

4, This Code defines the general hygienic practices required to be followed to make the street foods
safe. It will be useful for all the three major stakeholders (Vendors/ cooks/ other food handlers, eonsumers
and the relevant authorities) who need to be involved to make street foods hygienic.

Malaysia’s Comments: Malaysia is of the view that this Code of Hygienic Practice for Street - Vended Foods
should be intended for food regulators and food handlers in managing food hygiene in a country. As such,
we propose to delete the word “consumer” in the scope of this Code.

SECTION 4- STAKE HOLDERS IN STREET FOOD VENDING.
