CCEXEC subgroup for having prepared
the revised version of the draft Codex
Strategic Plan 2020-2025. The MSEU
also thank the Codex Secretariat for the
explanations it has provided on the
revision process and the guidance for
providing comments set out in CL
2019/21/0CS-CAC.

The MSEU would further like to express
their appreciation for the useful informal
CCEURO consultation on the revised
draft Strategic Plan which was led by
Kazakhstan and facilitated by the Codex
Bureau and the Codex Secretariat on 14
March 2019 in the margins of CCGP31 in
Bordeaux, France.

The MSEU welcome the change in
approach taken by the CCEXEC
subcommittee, with a view to enhancing
the focus of the Codex Strategic Plan on
the key strategic aspects of Codex's work
and making the Strategic Plan more
accessible for the wider public. The
MSEU also concur with the proposal that
the work plan for implementing the
Strategic Plan should be developed at a
later stage. This will enhance the
relevance of the Strategic Plan for the
management of Codex's work at the
operational level in the years to come.

Specific comments:

The MSEU specific comments and text
proposals are set out below and in the
text.

- Paragraph 1.6 of the revised draft
Strategic Plan states that the relevant
elements of the work plan will be
developed and maintained by the
responsible parties identified for each of

making it more accessible, and for the
separation of the strategic plan and its
supporting workplan.

Note the suggestion that additional
information on the process of workplan
development might emphasise inclusivity
and transparency. This is addressed in the
CAC paper which this report accompanies.

The role of the Codex Alimentarius
Commission is to generate risk
management texts that may be adopted by
member countries, and also to ensure the
process of generating these texts follows
the Procedural Manual. The draft strategic
plan has been revised accordingly.

Paragraph 1.3 of the text already
emphasises that food safety standards,
specifically, are set using the principles of
risk analysis and are based on science.

It is reasonable for any organization to
review its core values from time to time.
Different Codex members have made
different suggestions for amendment of the
core values. It would be ambitious for
Codex to review its core values to the
timescale envisioned for adoption of the
Strategic Plan. CAC42 may choose to
commit itself to a review of the core values
using an appropriately inclusive and
transparent process during the period of
this Strategic Plan. Text for a footnote to
this effect is included in the revised draft

The CAC paper which this report
accompanies notes that the regular review
of the strategic plan, including the first
review in 2020, should include a critical
reiew of the indicators, acknowledging that
this process may lead to further
development of both activities and
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the objectives. A wide variety of
responsible parties are identified under
the different objectives, including CAC,
CCEXEC, Codex subsidiary bodies,
members, observers, the Codex
Secretariat, FAO and WHO, host country
secretariats, committee chairpersons of
committees, working groups and regional
coordinators. It would add clarity if this
paragraph reflected the discussion in the
CCGP31 regional side meeting on the
Strategic Plan and stated that the
FAO/WHO Regional Coordinating
Committees (RCCs) would lead the
development of the work plans at their
autumn 2019 meetings, following
adoption of the Strategic Plan at CAC42.
The proposals from the various RCCs
could then be brought together by the
CCEXEC subcommittee and there could
be a timely opportunity provided by the
scheduling of CCGP32 for a wider, more
inclusive discussion on the
implementation plans. Thereafter, further
review could take place at
CCEXEC/CAC43. This would ensure a
transparent and inclusive process for the
preparation of the work plan.

- The text of the Strategic Plan should
more explicitly reflect the critical
responsibility of the Codex Alimentarius
Commission (CAC) as a risk manager for
the food safety and health aspects of
Codex standards. As Codex's governing
body, the CAC has a key role to play in
ensuring that the Codex's decision-
making process takes due account of
other legitimate factors, beyond scientific
advice, as foreseen in the Working
Principles for Risk Analysis for Application
in the Framework of the Codex
Alimentarius set out in Section IV of the
Codex Procedural Manual. A proposal is
included in the text itself.

- The text of the Strategic Plan should
clearly reflect the reality that not all Codex
standardisation work is based on science
(e.g. the development of commodity
standards that define quality
classifications of a products) and that risk
analysis already includes sciencebased
risk assessment. To that effect, specific
text proposals are provided.

- With regard to the core values
underpinning Codex work (set out in
section 4), the MSEU reiterate their
longstanding view that the term
‘consensus-building’ is not in line with the
other Codex core values (‘collaboration’,
inclusiveness' and transparency'), in that
the term 'consensus-building' describes a
process rather than a concept. The MSEU
therefore propose that the Codex
membership make good use of this
opportunity to address that inconsistency
by replacing the term ‘consensus-building’
with the term 'consensus'. A proposal is
included in the text itself.

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- With regard to section 5, the
simplification of the 'goals and objectives'
as well as the deletion of the 'activities'
(which would be developed as part of the
future work plan) are substantial
improvements. In addition, the MSEU
acknowledge that developing good
indicators is a challenging task and some
of the proposed indicators might not be
suitable for properly measuring the
achievement of objectives/outcomes.
Since the suitability of the indicators will
be assessed every two years as part of
the regular review of the Strategic Plan
described in paragraph 1.6, it could be
helpful to mention in this paragraph that a
critical review of the indicators will be part
of this process. Also, it should be
acknowledged that further development of
indicators may take place when
developing the future work plan together
with the activities — to which they are
often related.

General comments:

First of all, Kazakhstan would like to thank
the Secretariat of Codex, the Executive
Committee and the Member countries for
the great work done to develop the
current draft of SP.

Kazakhstan is generally fine with the
great changes to the structure of SP and
elimination of several columns in the table
and overall simplification. However, in our
view, the current draft of SP lacks the key
element — the implementation
supervision. All the goals and indicators
are great but without a clear, exact and
detailed mechanism of supervision of their
implementation, there is little sense in
making everything.

Kazakhstan kindly suggests the following
very rough mechanism:

1. To make a clear analysis of the
current situation regarding each proposed
indicator

2. To develop a system that would
allow to follow-up the progress on a
regular basis (twice a year, for example)
by the means of different surveys, reports
analysis and so on

3. To develop criteria upon which
each indicator is evaluated
4. To make the analysis to identify

the gaps, reasons that lay behind these
gaps and ways to resolve the issue

Specific comments:

Point 1.1 Please check which of the
number of Observers and Members is
correct, because the one indicated on the
Codex web-site and the one in the SP are
different.

Point 3. Codex vision and mission. It
would be better to have some clarification
on the difference between the two.

Point 4.4.1 Consensus building is to be
substituted to Consensus.

Point 5.4.1. As Indicator of the Goal 4.1.
can be suggested some contribution of
the RC in this direction. Each RC can
affect more effectively on the local level
on the increased capacity of RCC
member-countries in their CCP and
national steering committees.

Point 5.4.3. Kazakhstan finds it rational to
state the Goal as “Increase participation
by developing countries” without including
“Identify barriers” because identifying is
the way of achieving the goal rather than
the goal as it is.

Any support that a Regional Co-ordinating
Committee feels it can provide to the
achievement of objective 4.1 would make a
welcome contribution to the achievement
of strategic goal 4 and should be captured
in the relevant regional implementation
plan.

The identification of any barriers to
participation may be part of the process of
achieving strategic goal 4. The distinction
between objectives 4.2 and 4.3 was
discussed in some detail at the December
2018 meeting of the CCEXEC sub-
committee. The sub-committee felt that
although there was an objective to
increasing sustainable participation by all
Codex members, we should recognise that
there may be particular barriers to
increased participation by developing
countries and these needed to be explicitly
recognised.
