1. Conformément à l’article IX.6 du Règlement intérieur et aux Principes concernant la participation des 
organisations internationales non gouvernementales aux travaux de la Commission du Codex Alimentarius 
(ci-après «les Principes»), le Comité exécutif est invité à formuler des avis concernant les demandes 
d’admission au statut d’observateur d’organisations internationales non gouvernementales (ONG) qui n’ont 
pas de lien avec la FAO ni de relations formelles avec l’OMS, comme indiqué dans les annexes. 

2. En ce qui concerne la Stratégie de la FAO relative à la mobilisation du secteur privé 2021-2025 et ses 
incidences sur les activités du Codex1, la FAO a indiqué au secrétariat du Codex de continuer à appliquer les 
règles en vigueur qui figurent dans le Manuel de procédure et les textes pertinents de la FAO, et a fait 
remarquer, dans le même temps, que des débats plus larges sur le statut d’observateur au sein de ses organes 
directeurs et d’autres organes statutaires se poursuivaient entre l’Organisation et ses Membres. 

3. Les directeurs généraux de la FAO et de l’OMS décideront d’accorder ou non le statut d’observateur aux 
organisations candidates en tenant compte de tous les renseignements pertinents présentés par chaque 
organisation candidate et de l’avis du Comité exécutif.

International Cellulosics Association (ICA) (association internationale des produits cellulosiques)  

5. En 2020, l’Organisation des fabricants de produits cellulosiques alimentaires (OFCA), une ancienne ONG 
ayant le statut d’observateur auprès du Codex, a informé le secrétariat du Codex du transfert de ses activités 
et opérations au sein d’une entité nouvellement constituée, à savoir l’International Cellulosics Association 
(ICA) (association internationale des produits cellulosiques). L’ICA a été officiellement enregistrée en tant 
qu’ONG, conformément à la législation belge, le 10 août 2020. 

6. Sur la base de la documentation fournie par l’association, il ressort que:  

- L’ICA est une nouvelle entité juridique, mais elle a montré qu’elle assurait la continuité des activités 
et des opérations de l’OFCA. Elle a notamment confirmé que son mandat, ses objectifs, sa structure 
et sa composition étaient identiques à ceux de l’ancienne organisation et que les fonds restants de 
l’OFCA avaient tous été transférés à l’ICA lors de sa dissolution.

Founded in 1959, COFALEC is the Confederation of European Yeast Producers. It is composed of 47 

entities present in 24 member states (of which 22 European Union countries). It represents almost all the 

EU yeast sector (95%). 

The European yeast industry is the world leader, accounting for 35% of the global production. 

As the body that represents the interests of European yeast manufacturers, COFALEC has set itself sev-

eral objectives and is responsible: 

- To promote and create awareness of the European yeast industry, which is a world leader in a very 
strategic and innovative field – the industry is thus a key asset for Europe; 

- To defend the interests of the sector to the decision-makers, in particular European decision-makers, to 
ensure that the sector continues to be dynamic and maintain its world leadership; 

- To create awareness of European yeast-producers' environmental excellence, which complies with the 
aims of the new European Green Deal; 

- To elaborate common technical specifications for each type of yeast and each application of yeast. 
 

COFALEC is the voice of the European yeast industry 

COFALEC also works in conjunction with all its members to increase the awareness of European public 

authorities, of actors in the food chain, and of the general public, of the solutions provided by the yeast 

sector in terms of improving food chain sustainability.

COFALEC is the Confederation of European yeast producers that represents the yeast industry in Eu-
rope. It was founded in 1959 and is composed of 47 entities present in 24 member states, of which 22 
European Union countries. With 29 factories scattered throughout Europe, one million tons of yeast pro-
duced each year and more than 30% of the production exported outside Europe, the European yeast 
industry is the biggest player in the world. 

National Yeast Associations are present in 6 European countries (Germany, France, United Kingdom, 

Poland, Italy, Spain). In these countries, the national association is member of COFALEC.

Our organization is managed by a Board of Directors, which defines its strategy and policy directions. CO-

FALEC’s Board of Directors makes decisions and approves proposals put forward by committees. 

All the members of COFALEC attend General Meetings once a year, during which they approve the con-

federation's strategies, aims and budget. 

Four committees (the Environment, Technical, Communications and Wine Yeasts Committees), each of 

which are co-ordinated by a Chair, are – with the assistance of the Secretary General – the work bodies 

that manage the various cross-disciplinary issues the sector faces. 

The Committees' work is driven by the experience and expertise of the experts delegated by member 

firms. 

COFALEC's permanent staff manage and co-ordinate its activities. 

They work on behalf of the European yeast industry, acting as the intermediary between firms, with public 

authorities, with government agencies and with all COFALEC's other partners, within the framework of 

the strategy directions decided by the confederation's Board of Directors and President.

COFALEC is a member of Food Drink Europe, which represents the European Food and Drink Industry. 
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COFALEC is also cooperating with Eurasyp, which represents the Yeast Extract Producers. “EURASYP“ 

is the abbreviation for the European Association for Specialty Yeast Products, which represents the polit-

ical and economic interests of its members. One of the association’s main goals is to disseminate infor-

mation to the public, to strengthen the awareness of specialty yeast products – including yeast extract – 

as an ingredient in a wide variety of products and dishes.

Participate in the work on standards developed in General Subject Committees: such as Codex Commit-

tee on Contaminants in Foods, Codex Committee on Food Additives, Codex Committee on Food Hygiene, 

Codex Committee on Methods of Analysis and Sampling, Codex Committee on Nutrition and Foods for 

Special Dietary Uses, Codex Committee on Pesticide Residues and Codex Committee on Food Labelling. 

As well as possible specific work on yeast and yeast products.

COFALEC represented Food Drink Europe (i.e. the federation representing the food and drink industry in 

the European Union), between 2010 and 2013 at CCFA meetings. 

COFALEC notably participated to work on these 2 major topics: 

1. Work on authorisation of E 491-495, sorbitan esters of fatty acids in yeast product (Food category 12.8) 
2. Work on wine regarding the creation of a list of technological/processing aids authorized in wine production 

in connection with OENNOPIA (3 trips to China)

During the 44th session of the Codex Alimentarius Commission, that took place in October 2021, China 

presented a proposal for the development of a Codex standard for yeast. 

This work would present a significant interest and may have a major impact on COFALEC members, that 

are world leaders in yeast production (more than 35% of yeast world production). Furthermore, COFALEC 

members export more than 30% of their production outside EU and are thus interested by any decision 

that would affect international trade of their products. Therefore, it is of utmost importance for COFALEC 

to be able to monitor and participate to the future works that will be conducted on this topic. 

According to the 44 th session of the Joint FAO/WHO standards Programme of the Codex Alimentarius 

Commission that took place on November 18th, 2021, this work will be examined by the CCFA (codex 

committee on Food Additives). 

Therefore, COFALEC wishes to participate to the CCFA working group to be able to follow the potential 

dedicated working group in charge of the elaboration of the Yeast Standard at Codex level.

ICA was created on 10 August 2020 as an International Not for profit association under Belgian 

Code for companies and associations (see attached in Annex 1, the Deed of Incorporation of ICA (in 

French as it is one of the official languages of Belgium).  

Based on the ICA Statutes (see attached in Annex 2, the ICA Statutes) Art. 3. Purpose, the Associa-

tion has as international non-profit making purpose of international use: 

To support the interest of its members with regards to the manufacturing and use of cellulose and 

cellulose derivatives in foodstuffs, pharmaceutical products, feedstuffs, personal care as well as in 

other industrial applications, by:  

1. Informing members on official rules and regulations concerning cellulose and cellulose deriva-
tives at international level.  

2. Being a trusted knowledge partner on the science behind the safety of cellulose and cellulose 
derivatives.   

3. Coordinating and commissioning analytical and toxicological research work, particularly with a 
view to continue demonstrating the safety of cellulose and cellulose derivatives for human 
health.  

4. Supporting the evaluation and related activities of cellulose and cellulose derivatives for their use 
in foodstuffs, pharmaceutical products, feedstuffs, personal care as well as in other industrial 
applications.  

5. Implementing education activities on the benefits of cellulose and cellulose derivatives.   
6. Coordinating appropriate activities with other relevant stakeholders involved with cellulose and 

cellulose derivatives to achieve the above-mentioned objectives.

ICA meets one per year for the General Assembly where all members are invited to attend and vote 
on the statutory matters. The Board – composed of Mr Eckart Kraemer from SE Tylose and President, 
Mr Alberto Celada from IFF and Vice President and Mr Tim McArragher from Ashland and Treasurer 
– meets 5 times per years.  
The Technical Working Group is composed by several representatives of the members and meets 
also 5 times per year and held conference calls in between meeting as appropriate and necessary. 
This is the Committee that will typically discuss agenda items relevant to food additives and will con-
sider participation at and contribution to CCFA and Codex activities.   
Mr Jakub Rusek of the Secretariat will attend the CCFA meetings/virtual meeting and represent the 
association at Codex level.

ICA, as successor of OFCA, strongly wishes to continue its proactive participation at CODEX/CCFA 

activities, in particular in relation to GSFA, as follows:  

 Maintain the technological functions of cellulose and its derivatives and in existing provisions 
and provisions in the step process;  

 Continue their use in the food categories already approved and consider approval in new 
food categories, as considered relevant by the manufacturers and users of these products;  

 Ensure and maintain the appropriate use levels of cellulose and its derivatives in existing 
provisions and provision in the step process;  

ICA will continue contribution to INS and Alignment, as appropriate.  

ICA wishes to continue being a knowledge partner to JECFA on any question that might arise on the 

safety of cellulose and its derivatives.

OFCA has been extremely active in CCFA (Codex Committee on Food Additives) as cellulose and its deriva-

tives are food additives.  
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OFCA has attended the CCFA meetings (it was present in 2007 already and in many years after 

that) and it was represented by Mr Evert Izeboud who has now retired. OFCA has proactively partici-

pated and contributed to the work of CCFA related to cellulose and its derivatives (INS 460 to 469), 

including eWGs, physical WGs on GSFA, INS and Alignment and CCFA meetings since more than 

15 years. OFCA has also provided comments to Circular Letters in relation to cellulose and its deriv-

atives.  

OFCA has also contributed to JECFA work for the assessment of the safety and the development of 

specifications on cellulose and its derivatives at international level.   

OFCA has now been dissolved as a legal entity in the Netherlands due to the retirement of Mr
