BACKGROUND 

1. The 5th Session of the Committee on Contaminants in Food (CCCF) agreed to advance to Step 5/8, the proposed Draft 
Maximum Level for Melamine in Liquid Infant Formula for adoption by the 34th Session of the Commission (REP 11/CF, para. 33 and 
Appendix III). 

2. The 34th Session of the Commission however agreed to adopt the maximum level at Step 5, to advance it to Step 6 for 
comments and discussion at the 6th Session of the CCCF.
