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BACKGROUND
1. In view of the lack of consensus on the MLs for AFT in RTE peanuts and the need for further consideration

of the JECFAB83 report, the 11" Session of the Committee on Contaminants (April 2017) agreed to request
comments on the levels of 10 pg/kg or 15 pg/kg for AFT in RTE peanuts. Comments should be accompanied
by a rationale for the proposed draft ML and any additional/further information to support the proposed draft

ML.

2. An Electronic Working Group led by India, working in English only, will consider the comments and information
received in order to prepare a revised proposed for further comments and consideration by CCCF12 (March
2018).1
