Dear delegates! Dear guests of our country!

Allow me to greet you on behalf of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the 31st session
of the FAO / WHO Coordinating Committee for Europe of the Codex Alimentarius Commission.

The matter of applying globally accepted international standards is very relevant to our country. Since 2015,
Kazakhstan has been a member of the WTO, and the issues of agricultural product safety in international trade
are practically not resolved without reliance on documents of organizations such as the Codex Alimentarius
Commission, the International Epizootic Bureau and the International Plant Protection Convention.

Our country is actively increasing agricultural production. Livestock is growing, so is the production of meat,
poultry, eggs and other foods of animal origin. Kazakhstan has long been one of the world leaders in the
production of grain and flour. In this regard, we have significant export potential in this area, thus, we are
currently actively promoting the export of agricultural products to the markets of the CIS countries, the Middle
East, Europe, and Asia. Literally this September, the terms of export of dairy products, wool and flax to the
People's Republic of China were agreed.

All this poses new challenges to our country, the solution of which is often to apply international standards
aimed at ensuring consumer health and fair trade

The Ministry of Agriculture is actively involved in the development of various regulations governing the
requirements for food products, for example, technical regulations of the Eurasian Economic Union for meat,
fish, milk, grain. At this process Codex Alimentarius standards are taken as a basis.

The matter of food falsification is of the special importance here in Kazakhstan. As for us, this matter also
requires close attention with the development of joint measures to counter it, since it primarily negatively affects
honest agricultural producers, consumer trust and the safety of food products in general. And it is worth
emphasizing that due to the increasing globalization of international trade, this problem has outgrown the level
of national markets and resolving it requires the strengthening of regional and international cooperation and
interaction, which this forum can serve as a good launching platform for.

I wish you all fruitful work and a pleasant stay in Almaty.

Excellences, Distinguished Codex members delegates, Ladies and gentlemen, Dear FAO and WHO
colleagues,

On behalf of the Liaison and Partnership Bureau of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations
in the Republic of Kazakhstan, | am pleased to welcome you on the 31st session of the Codex Alimentarius
Commission of FAO/WHO Coordinating Committee for Europe! | would like to thank Kazakhstan for hosting
this meeting, for the excellent organization and hospitality.

| am confident the preparatory work by Kazakhstan as Coordinator, together with the Codex Secretariat and
FAO and WHO, will contribute to rich discussions and information exchange during the Regional Codex
Coordinating Committee for Europe, this week. FAO is fully supportive of your work, and the important
opportunity provided by CCEURO for us all to come together and discuss food safety and quality matters
important to the whole region.

Last year, FAO has studied and piloted
the capabilities of the cloud-based organic products traceability and integrity system in Kazakhstan. Such
systems can enhance market transparency and strengthen consumer trust to the other parts of the food chain.
In addition, there are many ongoing, and upcoming projects to strengthen food safety and Codex capacities
in the region (including Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, North Macedonia, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan among
others). There are also many important related activities on Anti-microbial resistance, and promotion of food
security and nutrition, and sustainable food systems.

Our collective work, including work within the Codex Alimentarius serves the achievement of several
Sustainable Development Goals. These strategic objectives represent the main areas of our work to achieve
a world without hunger, malnutrition, and poverty and do so in a sustainable manner.

OPENING REMARKS BY MR PETER SOUSA HOEJSkOV, WHO REGIONAL OFFICE FOR EUROPE

On behalf of the World Health Organization, | would like to start by conveying my deep appreciation to
Kazakhstan for hosting the 31st Session of the FAO/WHO Coordinating Committee for Europe here in the
beautiful city of Almaty. | know the organizing committee has been working very hard to prepare for the Session
and | highly appreciate your efforts and outstanding hospitality.

Food safety is a basic individual right and essential for good health and sustainable development. However,
foodborne diseases have long represented a considerable burden to public health and continues to challenge
health systems worldwide. In the WHO European region, every year, more than 23 million people fall ill from
eating contaminated food and over 4,600 people die.

The World Health Organization recognizes food safety as a growing health security issue. The capacity of
countries to detect and respond to food safety events that may constitute a public health emergency of national
and international concern is a core capacity under the International Health Regulations (IHR) 2005. National
food safety systems are critical to manage food safety incidents and emergencies and to reduce the public
health, economic and social impact from such events. WHO supports Member States to strengthen food safety
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systems and apply the risk analysis principles and procedures as defined by Codex Alimentarius for
preventing, preparing for and responding to food safety incidents and emergencies.

Food safety risks cannot be eliminated, only reduced. As such, food safety risk management must focus on
the process of providing safe food, identify where food safety risks are highest and implement control measures
accordingly. Food safety risk management is beyond the capability of any single country alone. Increasing
international trade in food and agriculture products, the rapid flow of information across borders, and the
internationalization of the food chain have enhanced the need for food safety authorities to work closely
together to reduce food safety risks and respond to food safety incidents and emergencies.

Effective prevention and control of foodborne diseases not only requires collaboration across national borders,
but also across different sectors. This is what we often refer to as the ‘One Health’ approach. The One Health
approach includes close cooperation between the human and animal health and environment sectors.
Multisectoral collaboration is not always easy as it challenges traditional ways of working. Nevertheless, we
cannot address today’s food safety challenges by working as one single sector or one single country alone.

Codex Alimentarius plays a key role in fostering and strengthening collaboration across sectors and national
borders. Codex protects consumers’ health and facilitates international trade in food and agriculture products
and provides a platform for collaboration and exchange of information. The FAO/WHO Coordinating
Committee for Europe (CCEURO) brings this platform for coordination and collaboration to the regional level
and provides a venue for Member States to coordinate food standards work, harmonize food control measures
and discuss food safety and quality issues of common interest.

The work of Codex is guided by the new Codex Strategic Plan 2020-2025. The Plan advances the mandate
of the Codex Alimentarius Commission and sets five interrelated goals and objectives that will contribute to
the vision and mission of the Commission. A detailed workplan to achieve the goals is being developed and it
will be further discussed during our Session here in Almaty. Your input to the process is critical.

I will end my remarks by again expressing my sincere gratitude to the government of Kazakhstan for hosting
this very important session of CCEURO.

I wish you all a fruitful and productive Session.

OPENING REMARKS BY MR. STEVE WEARNE VICE-CHAIRPERSON OF THE CODEX ALIMENTARIUS COMMISSION
Representatives of FAO and WHO, distinguished delegates, colleagues and friends.

My thanks to the Regional Co-ordinator, Nailya Karsybekova and our hosts in the Government of Kazakhstan
for allowing me the opportunity and honour to speak briefly to you on behalf on the Codex Alimentarius
Commission chair, Guilherme da Costa, and my fellow vice-chairs Mariam Eid and Professor Purwiyatno
Hariyadi.

When we took office in 2017, we wrote to all member countries setting out our intention to be close to member
countries and to Codex subsidiary bodies. This round of regional co-ordinating committee meetings, which
started earlier this month in Nairobi, is of vital importance to Codex. Codex is a member-driven organisation.
The regional co-ordinating committees and member countries collectively set the direction and the priorities
for Codex. And that is why our agenda item on a roadmap to implementation of our new strategic plan is so
important — we need to identify and commit to the activities that will drive Codex forward.

Let us take a moment to look at our agenda, and reflect on our keynote address and our subsequent discussion
of current and emerging risks. We often hear, in Codex and in FAO discussions, that there can be no food
security without food safety. | would also add that if we don’t know what is in a food, we cannot know whether
it is safe. Food fraud is an issue for all of us — not just as a current or emerging risk but as a risk that has been
with us for centuries — and equally an issue for countries around the world. It was no surprise to me that food
fraud topped the list of concerns in the survey of current and emerging issues for our Europe region. It also
featured in the top three or four issues in this survey in Africa and Asia, perhaps illustrating the serious global
reach of the problem and collective desire to tackle it. There is work on food integrity and authenticity underway
in CCFICS, co-chaired by the European Union, which among other things will conduct a comprehensive
analysis of existing relevant Codex texts. | look forward to seeing the results of this analysis and continuing
the discussion on what more Codex can do to ensure our international and national food control systems are
fit for purpose.

| am pleased too that our agenda for this week is forward-looking, and that when we reflect on the food safety
conferences earlier this year in Addis Ababa and Geneva, we are invited to consider food safety challenges in
the coming decade. When thinking about the capabilities that will support our future work | come back to two
themes — data and science.
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On data and digitisation, this forum and others like it allow us to identify common objectives on areas such as
predictive analytics, data trusts and data ethics, and to share approaches, challenges and opportunities. With
the plummeting cost of technology and the ever-increasing rate of innovation in the development of real,
practical solutions, cost is now far less of a barrier to entry. Barriers remain, relating to imagination and skills,
but I'm confident that together we can overcome these challenges.

On science, | completely agree with the call | often hear that Codex texts need to be science-based. And we
need to be open to insights from across the spectrum of sciences to inform our work. So, let us continue to
recognise the robust insights that may be provided by the economic and other social sciences, both in terms
of regulatory design, and also in evaluation of the impacts of different interventions in different national and
international settings.

In conclusion, and on behalf of the chair and vice-chairs of the Codex Alimentarius Commission, | wish us all
a productive week. And | stand ready to support our work in whatever way | can.
