- “Technical”: This type of comment focuses on scientific corrections and technical adjustments. The objective is to

clarify and improve the standard and, on occasion, align it with other standards from a technical standpoint.

- “Translation”: This type of comment corrects points whose translation to another linguistic version of the text is
considered inaccurate.
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
