 Take a voyage of discovery and join a local Akyaka fisherman 
on his daily catch... Take in the stunning, aqua-marine sea 
of Gökova Bay while eating a traditional breakfast, freshly 
prepared on-board. Learn time-honoured fishing methods and 
put them into practice. Those who like getting up close and 
personal will love snorkelling in the protected marine areas 
which are teeming with aquatic life. Before your return to dry 
land, you’ll be given the opportunity to help sort the day’s catch 
ready to hand over to the chefs, at the local fishing cooperative 
cafe in Akyaka, who will expertly prepare lunch for your 
group. Following your fishing experience, spend the afternoon 
wandering through the picturesque town of Akyaka, shopping 
for souvenirs and seeing the sights, or simply sit and relax at 
one of the many cafes as you watch the world go by...

BEFORE YOU 
ARRIVE...

Please ensure your belongings are safely stored 
in a small bag and that you waterproof (a 
plastic bag will do) any valuables 

Breakfast, lunch and water are provided for 
the group, however you may wish to bring 
additional snacks, alternative drinks or 
additional water 

Prepare for the season (i.e. sunscreen, 
sunglasses and sunhats in the summer / warm 
layers for the winter) 

To help protect the marine environment, 
low phosphate / environmentally friendly 
sunscreen is advised

Wear suitable, non-slip footwear

Don’t forget your swim suits and towels!

Arrive Akyaka Harbour for introductions and 
safety briefing

Once on board you will be served a traditional 
Turkish breakfast while you cruise to the day’s 
fishing grounds
Watch, or lend a helping hand, as the fishing 
nets and/or longline fishing gears are deployed
Learn about local fish species, the history of the 
fisheries and the protected areas in Gökova Bay
Hear stories from your guide about life as a 
fisherman/woman 
While waiting to see if you’ve been lucky enough 
to make a catch, sail to a sheltered spot to swim 
or snorkel 
Alternatively, you can relax onboard while your 
guide provides information about the local area 
above and under the water 
Help the fisherman pull in nets/longlines and 
help sort the catch before cruising back to 
Akyaka Harbour
