On board...

e |ife Jackets are available — please ask if you would like to wear one for the duration of
your time onboard

e To avoid slips and trips, please store your bags and belongings carefully

¢ When moving about the boat, watch your step and be mindful of fishing gear onboard
e |[fitis hot, please use sunscreen, wear your hat and sunglasses and drink plenty of water
e [fitis cold, please wrap up in warm/dry clothing

e | eave Gokova Bay beautiful for future visitors by using the bins provided on board

e Use onshore toilets, if possible

When fishing...

e Fish only in the fishing zones identified by your guide / captain

e (Check caught fish size limits in our Fish Identification Guide

e Carefully return undersized, protected, or unwanted fish back to the water

e Ask for assistance if needed

Handle fishhooks carefully — if you do accidently hook your finger or hand, please see
below technique for removing fish hooks

When snorkelling...

e [Enter the water only then the boat captain gives permission, and use the ladder provided
when getting in and out of the water
Use a floatation device if you are not strong swimmer or snorkeler
Keep a safe distance from the boat as it will drift on its anchor with the currents however,
please also stay within view of the boat
Do not swim underneath the boat
Try to avoid touching marine animals or plant life, you could harm them and some may
have a sting or bite
