Recommendations

*Establish a program on the detection/identification/surveillance of fruit
flies in the different countries in the region;

sldentify the economic status of the main fruit flies especially PFF in all
the project's countries.

*Training technicians and farmers for survey, monitoring and control of
main fruit flies especially PFF in the region.

*Highlight a warning signal of the risk on the main fruit flies in particular
PFF spread out in and outside the region.

*Establish a research program on the bio-ecology of main fruit flies in the
different countries,

sEstablish a program for efficient technical control for the main fruit flies
management, especially PFF

*Development of an emergency response plan in the PFF and other main
fruit flies free countries

sldentify the regulatory actions required until the main fruit flies are
eradicated/controlled, in collaboration with national/regional plant
protection organizations in the region (EPPO & NEPPO).
